Note for users of Insolvency Forms 6.7, 6.8, 6.9 and 6.10 – Bankruptcy Petition Forms
On 23 February 2012 a revised Insolvency Proceedings Practice Direction was issued by the Chancellor of the High Court.  The Practice Direction may be viewed using this link :- http://www.justice.gov.uk/courts/procedure-rules/civil/pdf/preview/Insolvency-Practice-Direction-wef-23-February-2012.pdf
Attention is drawn to paragraph 14.3 of the Practice Direction which states that a petitioning creditor shall conduct a search for petitions presented against the debtor in the previous 18 months and include at the end of the petition a certificate in the following terms: 
“I/we certify that I/we have conducted a search for petitions presented against the debtor in the period of 18 months ending today and that [no prior petitions have been presented in the said period which are still pending] [a prior petition (No [ ]) has been presented and is pending in the [ Court] and we are issuing this petition at risk as to costs]. 

Signed….. Dated….”. 

This certificate is not currently included in the bankruptcy petition forms which are prescribed by the Insolvency Rules 1986 – Forms 6.7, 6.8, 6.9 and 6.10.  Until such time as we are able to change the prescribed forms through a legislative amendment we are unable to publish versions containing the certificate required by the court. In the meantime, users are advised to add the certificate at the end when completing the bankruptcy petition forms. Sanction for this is provided by Insolvency Rule 12A.30(2), which allows a prescribed form to be used with such variations as the circumstances require.
