Freedom of Information Request 
 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
 
“I would like to know the latest figure you have for the total of unpaid fines in Hertfordshire”.
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds part of the information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you.

The outstanding balance at the end of September 2013 in Hertfordshire is £11,142,271.  The total amount outstanding for Hertfordshire relates to the period to September 2013 as the latest published data.
The amounts quoted above include fines imposed in the magistrates and crown courts, compensation orders, victim surcharge orders, prosecutor costs orders and unpaid fixed penalty notices and penalty notices for disorder which are registered as fines for enforcement.
