I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The Legal Aid Agency is an executive agency of the Ministry of Justice. It came into existence on 1 April 2013 following the abolition of the Legal Services Commission..

The Legal Aid Agency currently employ’s 1,519 staff, 53 individuals working in the Legal Aid Agency are recorded as having been absent from work due to stress in the 12 months from 01 April 2013 to 31 March 2014. This equates to 3.5% of the total Legal Aid Agency workforce.
