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Summary

Since the launch of Universal Credit within the pathfinder area of
Ashton-u-Lyne in April 2013, up to Thursday 11" September 2014,
a total of 26,140 people had made a claim application to Universal
Credit.

This release is designed to meet requests for information about
how many people are applying for Universal Credit as well as
those going on to start Universal Credit.

It is intended, subject to final quality assurance checks, that this
statistic will be incorporated within the monthly official statistics on
Universal Credit (https://www.gov.uk/government/collections/universal-
credit-statistics)

Methodology

The number of people making a claim application has been
derived from data from Universal Credit administrative systems.

It is important to note that not all claim applications will result in a
person starting Universal Credit. There are a number of reasons
why this may happen, for example, a person decides to withdraw
their claim or they are ineligible to claim Universal Credit.

The period included begins in April 2013 when Universal Credit
was launched in Ashton-u-Lyne to Thursday 11" September 2014.
