You requested the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
I wondered if you could provide me with population data for each male prison 

establishment in London as well as operational capacity and certified normal accommodation figures for these establishments.  If possible it would be great to have information about number of offenders in each establishment, number of prisoners aged under 30 in each establishment, the number of prisoners serving sentences relating to different offence categories e.g. violent offences, acquisitive offences, etc. 

I've been informed that these are published / produced monthly but I can't find them via web searches. 

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) and I can confirm that the MoJ holds information that you have asked for and it is provided in the attached tables.
Table 1 provides information on Certified Normal Accommodation (CAN) and Operational Capacity of specific male prison establishments as at 28 March 2014. Table 2 provides information on the male prison population, including those aged under 30, in London prisons as at 31 March 2014; and
