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Freedom of Information Request 
You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

“ I was wondering how many CPO compensation cases the Upper Tribunal (Lands Chamber) deals with in an average year, and how many of these references are withdrawn because the parties achieve settlement?”
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you.  I have listed the total number of compulsory purchase cases that we have dealt with or ‘disposed of’ in the last 5 years.  
Whilst I have included the number of cases that were withdrawn, I cannot confirm with absolute certainty that each case was withdrawn because the parties settled as there may have been other reasons for the parties withdrawing although in our experience this is extremely rare.  I have also included the number of cases whereby the parties settled and requested for a consent order to be drawn up as opposed to withdrawing the case. 

Please note that the number of CPO cases dealt with is a total figure and does include the cases withdraw and dealt with by consent order within its number.
