6. Is it possible to identify whether there was any further activity after the hearing and if so what eg reopened etc...and please give the number of such “further activity recorded” claims split by the type of “further activity”.

 
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds some information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 

Please find answers to questions 1-5 in the excel document attached to the email.

6. Is it possible to identify whether there was any further activity after the hearing and if so what eg reopened etc...and please give the number of such “further activity recorded” claims split by the type of “further activity”.

When the Performance, Analysis & Reporting Team supplied me with the attached excel document they stated to me that they did not hold information that would help answer this question. I then contacted Croydon Tribunal because the administration of Ashford Tribunal has been amalgamated with Croydon Tribunal. 

Ashford Tribunal was turned into a hearing centre in 2013 and they no longer hold the paper files or have access to an electronic system that would allow them to access information. 

Croydon Tribunal informed me that they do not hold paper records or electronic records for 2012. 
For the reasons that I have outlined above I am unable to answer this question as we do not hold the information.

Please be advised that the FOIA does not oblige a public authority to create information to answer a request if the requested information is not held. It does not place a duty upon public authorities to answer a question unless recorded information exists. The FOIA duty is to only provide the recorded information held.
