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You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ): 

“How many cells in prisons in England and Wales have no toilet facilities. I would like this information broken down into a prison-by-prison basis”.

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FoIA).

I can confirm that the Department holds the information you have requested, which was collected as a result of a survey carried out in 2010. No survey of cells without in cell sanitation has been carried out since this date and I am pleased to provide this to you as an annex to this reply. Due to the time that has elapsed since this survey took place, it is possible that there are now fewer prison cells without in cell sanitation than is reflected in the attached table.
All new prisons have modern in cell sanitation, however, with a small number of cases at older prisons, it has either proved impossible to fit in-cell sanitation or the costs of fitting it have proved prohibitive. In these cases a system of electronic unlocking exists.  Prisoners are able to request via an in-cell call bell that the cell door is remotely unlocked for a limited period of time to allow access to shared facilities on the wing

Furthermore, in the 2011, the High Court ruled that not having in-cell sanitation did not amount to a breach of a prisoner’s Human Rights was not a breach of a prisoner’s Human Rights (Grant & Another v MoJ - [2011] EWHC 3379 (QB) (19 December 2011))
