Project title: Supporting investigative journalism for more vibrant public policy debates in Vietnam 
Implementing organisation/ Local partner: The Asia Foundation
Duration: 2013-2015
Description: The project focussed on increasing investigative journalism on the environmental impact of public investment projects. By early 2014, the project has already resulted in journalists being invited by district governments to assess infrastructure projects and their capacity increased through a formal training programme.
Project title: Enhancing responsiveness of Government agencies to the media 

Implementing organisation/ Local partner: Center for Media in Educating Community (MEC)

Duration: 2013-2014

Description: The project starts with a study on the government response to whistle blowing allegations and public opinion in the media. It is followed by a series of training workshops and seminars to enhance the interaction between government agencies and journalists. The study also provides inputs to two policy papers recommending improvements in the media regulations. 

Project title: Initiative to enhance the implementation of legislations on protection of journalists 
Implementing organisation/ Local partner: Centre of Research on Development Communication (RED communication)

Duration: 2012-2013

Description: This new project builds on the outcomes of the FCO-supported project in 2011. Enhancing law enforcement at local level (with the pilot model in Dak Lak province), capacity building for journalists and strengthening the information and experience sharing amongst media actors are the key focuses of the new project.

Project title: Initiative to tackle obstruction of journalists in Vietnam 

Implementing organisation/ Local partner: Centre of Research on Development Communication (RED communication)

Duration: 2011-2012

Description: This is an NGO-led initiative with the main aim of improving the protection of Vietnamese journalists against all forms of obstructions. This project raises public awareness about this issue and enables the informed debate amongst journalists, academics and government officials in Vietnam through supporting research, professional discussions and training for journalists. 

Project title: Media Development Initiative (MediaPro) 

Implementing organisation/Local partner: British Council, Vietnam Journalists Association, Academy of Journalism and Communication, Faculties of Journalism and Communication of Vietnam National Universities in Hanoi and Ho Chi Minh City

Duration: 2009-2011

Description: MediaPro is a project that will enhance the undergraduate journalism training programme in Vietnam by placing a greater emphasis on practice, professional ethics and more inputs from the industry. This two-year project gathers three main journalism training institutions of Vietnam to work with City University London. MediaPro builds on our previous SPF collaboration with the British Council, MediaNet which helped in-service journalists to develop their media skills. 

Project title: Assisting the drafting of law on access to information in Vietnam

Implementing organisation/Local partner: Ministry of Justice

Duration: 2008-2010

Description: The UK provided support to the Ministry of Justice of Vietnam in the drafting of new legislation on access to information, notably through sharing experience and providing technical support. One of the key events was an international workshop in May 2009 which provided the perfect platform for Vietnamese policy makers and international experts to exchange views on the importance of access to information legislation in improving good governance and tackling corruption, and to discuss technical questions regarding the law drafting process.

Project title: Police co-operation on improving criminal investigations standards

Implementing organisation/ Local partner: Danish Institute for Human Rights, People’s Police Academy

Duration: 2009-2011

Description: The Embassy supports the Danish Institute of Human Rights to work with the People’s Police Academy to promote the application of international human rights standards in law enforcement and policing. The project aims to facilitate international academic and operational exchange of experience and models for human rights-compliant police training in criminal investigations. 
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
