You asked for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):

“Of the 42 inquest cases that were in the year April to March 2014 granted Exceptional Funding for representation how many of these cases were considered to have “exceptional circumstances” under the criteria set out in regulation 9(5) of the Civil Legal Aid (Remuneration) Regulations 2013 such that the counsel/leading counsel was not restricted to the “standard” brief fee.”

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
Of the 42 inquest cases that were in the year 1 April 2013 to 31 March 2014 granted Exceptional Funding for representation, 1 case was considered to have “exceptional circumstances” under the criteria set out in Regulation 9(5) of the Civil Legal Aid (Remuneration) Regulations 2013 such that the counsel/leading counsel was not restricted to the “standard” brief fee.

In a granted case the course of the inquest may change, and at any point the basis on which costs have been agreed may be reviewed if the circumstances change i.e. at this point in time in the cases that have been granted Exceptional Funding in the year April 2013 to March 2014, only 1 case has met the criteria in Regulation 9(5).
