Freedom of Information Request   

You requested the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
For the purpose of comparison, we would be interested to learn the number of people held in British prisons for the year 20011-12-13 who declared themselves to be from the following countries:

1. Poland; 2. India; 3. Ireland; 4. Pakistan; 5. United States; 6. Lithuania; 7. France; 8. Germany; 9. Nigeria; 10. Spain; 11. Australia 

In addition, we would be interested to learn the offences for which these nationals were commented into custody for the year 20011-12-13.

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA) and I can confirm that the MoJ holds information that you have asked for and it is provided in the attached tables.
Please note that the nationality of prisoners is self declared and prisoners are under no obligation to declare their nationality.

Reducing the FNO population is a top priority for this Government and we are working hard to reduce the flow of FNOs into our prison system and increase the number of FNOs removed from the UK through Prisoner Transfer Agreements (PTAs);
