You asked the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):for the following information: 

Any information held concerning any changes to the OASys assessment tool since1 January 2009
Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds information that you have asked for, and I am pleased to provide this to you. 
The OASys assessment tool has had very few changes since 2009 as, for most of the time since then, there has been a freeze on changes in order to implement a new web-based tool. This new web-based version of the OASys assessment tool contains the same questions and is in the same format as previous versions of OASys; it was launched in April 2013. I enclose a power point presentation which identifies those changes contained in the latest version of the assessment tool. You will see that the difference between versions are in the way the user views or accesses the information, not to the assessment questions themselves. In the fourth slide (titled 'What's new in OASys'), you will see references to Risk Matrix 2000 and to the Spousal Abuse Risk Assessment. We have brought these assessments into OASys, where previously they would have been filled out separately. These assessments were always needed to complete an OASys where relevant, so the overall assessment process has remained the same. 
 

There has however, been an update to the risk predictors used by OASys. I enclose a summary sheet explaining the current predictors. It also introduces some future upgrades.
