The fields are interpreted as follows:
· Geographical Code – this is the geographical level code represented by the row.  This will be either:
· Council with Adult Social Services Responsibilities (CASSR) code,
· Region code
· Council type code
· England.
· Geographical Description – this is the geographical level description represented by the row and is defined as for Geographical Code.
· Geographical Level – this is provided to aid analysis. As data are made available to various levels (i.e. England, council type, regional and council totals) within the same datasets, this field is designed to enable users to access a single subset of the data which represents the overall total and the required level of detail.  The levels are either:
· Council
· Region
· Council Type
· England.
· ONS Area Code – this is the geographical level represented by the row as defined by ONS Administrative Categories.  These codes are designed to facilitate the integration of datasets from disparate sources.  Further details of the ONS Administrative Geographies are available at https://geoportal.statistics.gov.uk.  Details of all regional and national codes used in the data file are outlined in Annex A.
· ASCOF Measure Code – this is a concatenation of the high-level measure code and any age group or gender disaggregations that are present.
· Age ranges are represented numerically, with for example ‘1864’ representing ’18 to 64’.
· Furthermore, ‘OV’ and ‘U’ are used for example in ‘65OV’ to represent ‘65 and over’ or ‘64U’ as ’64 and under’.
· Gender is represented as ‘M’ for ‘Male’ and ‘F’ for ‘Female’.
· Disaggregation Level – as with the measure code above, this field contains a description of the disaggregation level represented by the data.
· Measure Type – this field represents the type of measure provided by each row
· Base is the number of survey respondents (which are only relevant and included for survey-based measures)
· Denominator is the total available population who could have indicated agreement with a given measure
· Numerator is the total population who indicated agreement with a given measure
· Outcome is calculated as the numerator divided by the denominator
· Measure Value – this is the value represented by the unique combination of ASCOF Measure Code, Geographical Level, Disaggregation Level and Measure Type for a given measure
· Measure Value Note – this is additional information on blank measure values. If the value was suppressed a symbol will provide this information. The descriptions of the notes are as follows:
· :   represents data that are unavailable.
· c  means constituent values are suppressed; where elements of an indicator are suppressed, the indicator itself is also suppressed.
· e  means that a value has been estimated to enable the calculation of regional, national and council type 

· Measure Group – this is the high-level code of the measure represented by each row
· Measure Group Description – this is a description of the high-level measure
[bookmark: _Toc347135062]Using the line of data highlighted, this shows that the outcome measure for females in England for measure 1F (Proportion of adults in contact with secondary mental health services in paid employment) is 8.0.

Other things to be aware of when using these data
A list of the data sources and the corresponding ASCOF measures is provided below:
· Adult Social Care Survey – Measures 1A, 1B, 1I(1), 3A, 3D(1), 4A and 4B
· Short and Long Term Activity – Measures 1C, 1E, 1G, 2A and 2D
· Short and Long Term Activity and Hospital Episode Statistics – Measure 2B
· Survey of Adult Carers – Measures 1D, 1I(2), 3B, 3C and 3D(2)
· Mental Health and Learning Disabilities Dataset – Measures 1F and 1H
· Delayed Transfers of Care and ONS mid-year population estimates – Measure 2C
On the survey based measures outlined above, the base (i.e. the number of responses on which the outcome is based) should be taken into account when assessing the reliability of the outcome values. Outcomes based on a small base should be treated with caution.

Numerator and denominator values used to calculate the indictors are provided unrounded and not suppressed. Exceptions to this are:
· Measure 2C(1) and 2C(2) where the numerators are rounded to the nearest one.
· The measure values for Adult Social Care survey based measures (1A, 1B, 1I(1), 3A, 3D(1), 4A and 4B) are suppressed if the base is less than three.
· The Hospital Episode Statistics data used in the denominator for Measure 2B are suppressed if values are between one and five.

From 2013-14, outcomes 1F and 1H are calculated as averages of monthly numerators and denominators, and therefore outcome scores only are presented. Due to changes in the Mental Health dataset, the average outcome in 2015-16 is based on eight months. These have been suppressed where the monthly average numerator or denominator is less than 0.75 (6/8). Further details of the change in dataset are available in Chapter 3, Comparability, of the accompanying report. The monthly data are available to download in a separate file, ‘Monthly 1F and 1H outcome measures’, via the publication page[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  http://digital.nhs.uk/pubs/aduscoccareof1516fin ] 


Additionally, some of the cells within the data file are blank. These will be as a result of ether:
· the measure type not being relevant for a given measure. For example, the short and long term activity based measures do not have a base as the numerator and denominator represent the whole reported population.
· small numbers having been suppressed,
· data not having been submitted by a council.
[bookmark: _Toc347135067][bookmark: _Toc453766872]The measure value notes column provides additional information on blank cells by indicating if the data was unavailable, suppressed or an estimate was used. The descriptions of the notes are as follows:
· :   represents data that are unavailable.
· c  means constituent values are suppressed; where elements of an indicator are suppressed, the indicator itself is also suppressed.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]e  means that a value has been estimated to enable the calculation of regional, national and council type 

Geographical groupings are not presented hierarchically, with councils, regions and national totals all included in the accompanying data file.  For details regarding how councils can be grouped into regions, please refer to the ONS Area Codes annex, which is available on the publication page[footnoteRef:2]. Resubmitted 2014-15 SALT based ASCOF measures CSV
Councils were given the opportunity to resubmit their 2014-15 SALT data with their 2015-16 submission. The 2014-15 scores have been recalculated and the time series comparisons have been made using the resubmitted data. The SALT ASCOF scores (1C, 1E, 1G, 2A, 2B and 2D) published in the 2014-15 publication should no longer be used. The accompanying CSV file, “resubmitted 2014-15 SALT based ASCOF measures”, contains the revised 2014-15 data which has been used in producing the comparisons within the 2015-16 publication. The 2015-16 disclosure control rules have been applied to this data, i.e. numerator and denominator values used to calculate the indictors are provided unrounded and not suppressed.
