Registering to vote is easy and can be done online on gov.uk in just a few minutes.
They will need to provide their National Insurance number, date of birth and address.
To vote in the referendum they need to register to vote by midnight 7 June 2016. If
they can’t vote in person on the day they can apply online for a postal vote. They can
also register at the address where they will be living on 23 June if this is different to
their term time address.
