Table 1 presents statistics on the number of offenders getting convictions or cautions for animal cruelty offences by the number of previous convictions or cautions for any offence in England and Wales between 2013 and 2015.
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Question 2
Table 2 shows the number of offenders that were convicted or cautioned for selected offence groups between 2006 and 2015, where each offender had previously received at least one conviction or caution for an animal cruelty offences.
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The figures provided have been drawn from an extract of the Police National Computer (PNC) data held by the Department. The PNC holds details of all convictions and cautions given for recordable offences and include a number of offences where it is not possible for offenders to be given a custodial sentence. As with any large scale recording system the PNC is subject to possible errors with data entry and processing so data provided may be subject to revision.
