Freedom of Information Request
You ask for the following information from the Ministry of Justice (MoJ):
Currently the government is proposing to introduce Drinking Banning Orders.

With this in mind, we would like to know how many Drinking Banning Orders have been issued and how many were breached? 

Your request has been handled under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (FOIA).

I can confirm that the department holds the information that you have asked for. 

Please be informed that Drink Banning Orders (DBOs) are civil orders which can be given following conviction for a relevant offence, which have criminal sanctions for breach and it becomes a criminal offence.
Drinking Banning Orders on application came in to force on 31 August 2009.
Please also note that the DBO has now been replaced by the Criminal Behaviour Order (CBO), which came into force on 20th October 2014 (section 22-33 Anti-Social Behaviour, Crime and Policing Act 2014).

The number of drinking banning orders issued and number of defendants proceeded against at magistrates’ courts and found guilty at all courts for breach of a drinking banning order in England and Wales, 2009-2014 can be viewed in attached table.
The published information is categorised by subject area and in alphabetical order.
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
