Fatal incident review

During carriageway closure
works on the evening of 15
January 2015, a member of the
supply chain was struck by a
runaway heavy goods vehicle
(HGV). He was fatally injured and
pronounced dead at the scene.
Following a full investigation two
primary recommendations have
been made:

To ban, within 6 months, all

HGV coupling and uncoupling
operations on site, unless the
semi-trailer is fitted with a device
that prevents the trailer’s parking
brakes being released when the
airlines are reconnected, until the
driver is back in his cab and in
control of the vehicle.

To promote, via trade bodies
and manufacturers, the fitting of
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Health, safety and wellbeing
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driver’s door activated audible
alarms, warning that the parking
brake has not been applied. Such
an alarm is to be distinctively
different to the audible alarm
warning for other matters — such
as that the vehicle’s lights have
been left on.

Getting set for the
occupational health
campaign (August —
October 2015)

The follow on campaign from
service avoidance will be
occupational health. Starting

in August with blood pressure
awareness, this will be followed
in September with personal
wellbeing.

The campaign will conclude in
October with noise and dust
awareness as part of European
health and safety week.
