Thank you for your letter dated 12 October 2015 requesting the following information:

“It has been reported from a previous FOI that there have been 126 deaths of personnel (across all services)
at British military training camps over the last 15 years.

Can you please provide the latest figure to date?

Can this include the number of deaths in each of the Royal Navy, including Royal Marines, the RAF, the
British Army and MoD civilians over the last 15 years?

Please also provide a gender breakdown of how many men and women died during this period for each of
the services at the training camps.

Can you list how each of the personnel died at the training camps, including, if possible, all/some of the
following: The deceased’s name, age, rank, where and when they died?”

Upon clarification of your request on 22 October 2015 (reference 20151021_FOI2015

08806 |l Clarification) you confirmed that you required information on UK Armed Forces
personnel who died whilst taking part in training or exercise rather than those who died at British
military training camps.

I am treating your correspondence as a request for information under the Freedom of Information
Act 2000 (FOIA).

A search for the information has now been completed within the Ministry of Defence, and | can
confirm that the information in scope of your request is held.

Between 1 January 2000 and 31 October 2015 (the latest data available), 131 UK Armed Forces
have died whilst on training or exercise. The addition of five deaths includes three personnel who
died in 2012 and have since been reclassified as deaths whilst on training or exercise.

Table 1 below presents this information by Service and gender as requested.
