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Introduction 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This document is intended to accompany the Post-16 Provision Survey CSV file. The document includes instructions on how to apply weighting to the data, how to interpret “#NULL!” values and provides a variable key that shows which survey questions and sample data the variables correspond to.   
How to weight data
The Post-16 Provision Survey CSV file contains two columns (WeightI and WeightP) which enable you to weight the results of each variable to make them representative of the entire population of post-16 institutions in England (WeightI) or the population of students attending each institution type (WeightP). These weights were calculated using counts of post-16 institutions and their respective student populations obtained from Edubase, DfE’s register of educational establishments in England.
The step-by-step instructions listed below explain how to apply a weight to a question. The instructions demonstrate how the post-16 institution weight (WeightI) can be applied to variable A1 (How prepared do you feel for the 16-18 performance tables changes in 2016?). Please note that the process specified is the same for all variables and both the institution and population weight.
Step 1: Highlight the entire sheet by clicking the box in the top left hand corner of the spreadsheet.











Step 2: Select “Insert” on the tool bar at the top of the spreadsheet and then click on “PivotTable”.





Step 3: A dialog box will appear on screen. Click “OK”.








Step 4: An empty pivot table in a separate sheet of the CSV file will now appear. 
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Step 5: Using the “PivotTable Field List” on the right hand side of the screen, select the variable you wish to apply weighting to and drag it into the “Row Labels” box in the bottom left of the “PivotTable Field List”.












Step 6: Select the weight you wish to apply to the variable (i.e. WeightI or WeightP) and drag it into the “Values” box in the bottom right of the “PivotTable Field List”.











Step 7: Click on the Weight variable and a menu will appear. Select “Value Field Settings” from the menu. 









Step 8: A dialog box will appear. Select “Sum” from the list titled “Summarize value field by”. Once selected press “OK”.







Step 9: The pivot table will now display the absolute figures for the variable you have chosen (i.e. A1) weighted by the weight you have chosen (i.e. Weight).  In order to convert these figures into percentages divide them by the “Grand Total” and then multiply them by 100 (i.e. (165.7534893/3022) x 100 = 5%).
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“#NULL!” responses 
“#NULL!” values are shown in the variable columns where post-16 institutions were not asked the corresponding question as a result of filtering.
For example, there are 100 “#NULL!” values in column A3 (How confident does your institution feel about teaching, from September 2016, the second wave of new AS and A levels?). This is because this question was only asked on institutions which offer A-levels as part of their post-16 curriculum.
