Could you send the comparable figures for between 12 months ending September 2006 to 12 months ending September 2016.
Could you please provide the information in an excel spreadsheet or another machine readable format

Your request has been handled under the FOIA.

I can confirm that the MoJ holds the information that you have requested and I have provided it in the attached Excel file.
Table 1 provides a breakdown of the number of first time entrants by prosecuting police force and Table 2 provides a breakdown of the number of first time entrants by Local Authority area. 
Both tables include figures for all First Time Entrants. Please note that Table 2 excludes offenders where the Local Authority area is unknown. This differs from the published figures for juvenile first time entrants by Local Authority area where an estimate of the number of the unknown cases that are from each Local Authority area is applied to the figures using an allocation model.
