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1 Introduction

1.1 Background

The DBS has a facility to enable applications to be bulk-submitted electronically and to return information regarding the result of those applications by a similar means.  This facility is known as the “E-Bulk” interface.

The Registered Bodies (RBs) who meet the E-Bulk criteria will be invited to use the E-Bulk facilities. RBs that are using E-Bulk will be referred to as E-RBs. The RBs who wish to use the E-Bulk facility will sign a confidentiality agreement to initiate the process of becoming an E-RB. 

Use of the E-Bulk interface will alleviate the need for the production and mailing of paper forms by the E-RBs and form scanning, and data keying by the DBS.

The purpose of this document is to summarise and provide DBS with an assurance and overall assessment of the quality of the System Testing undertaken by the RB.
