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Short inspections of good schools 
A report on the responses to the consultation
This is a report on the outcomes of the consultation that ran from 21 September to 8 November 2017 on proposals for changes to Ofsted’s approach to short inspections from January 2018. The changes relate to short inspections of good maintained schools and academies, and outstanding and good maintained nurseries, special schools and pupil referral units.

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Introduction

1. This report summarises the responses to Ofsted’s consultation, ‘Short inspections of good schools’, which ran from 21 September to 8 November 2017. We sought the views of all interested parties and the general public. We consulted on the following proposals for changes to short inspections of good schools, to be introduced from January 2018: 
· converting short inspections, normally within 48 hours, if there are serious concerns about safeguarding, behaviour or the quality of education
· if inspectors are not fully confident that the school would receive its current grade if a full section 5 inspection were carried out, the short inspection will not convert; we will send a letter that sets out the school’s strengths and priorities for improvement and we will carry out a section 5 inspection at a later date, typically within one to two years but no later than five years since the previous full section 5 inspection.
 
· if inspectors identify strong practice that could indicate that the school is improving towards outstanding, we will send a letter setting out the school’s strengths and priorities for further improvement and we will carry out a section 5 inspection, typically within less than two years and possibly much sooner.
The consultation method

2. The consultation was open to the general public and promoted widely on the Ofsted website and through social media, national conferences and the wider media. We sought the views of all interested parties through a variety of methods.

3. The findings in this report are based on quantitative data gathered through the 1,524 responses to the online questionnaire and responses from our online Parents Panel, as well as qualitative feedback gathered through:
· free-text comments received through the online questionnaire

· a webinar with headteachers
engagement with the teaching unions and professional associations through face-to-face meetings of the standing group and consideration of their written submissions in response to the consultation.
Executive summary

4. Short inspections are a proportionate approach to inspecting maintained schools and academies that were previously judged to be good. They last for one day and begin with the assumption that the school remains good. They have been widely welcomed since their introduction in September 2015. However, short inspections that immediately convert to full section 5 inspections have proven to be challenging for schools and for inspectors. Ofsted has been seeking to address this issue.
5. Following our initial consultation in the summer 2017, we considered the feedback from the sector and decided not to go ahead with a 15-day conversion window. This decision was in line with feedback from the sector. 
6. We implemented the other main proposal of the initial consultation immediately after October half term 2017. Ofsted now conducts section 5 inspections for good schools where our risk assessment tells us that a short inspection would be highly likely to convert, rather than first carrying out section 8 short inspections. This group currently makes up about 20% of all good schools, although it will vary over time. 
7. The proposals we have consulted on in this fresh consultation will make inspection even more proportionate and collaborative. We believe that they will ensure that short inspections are responsible interventions that offer the best balance between accountability, reducing the burden of inspection for schools that remain good and offering time and feedback to improve for those whose performance may have slipped. 
Summary of findings

8. All three proposals were supported overall by the respondents to our consultation: 
· The very large majority of respondents supported our proposal to convert short inspections to full section 5 inspections, normally within 48 hours, where there are serious concerns about safeguarding, behaviour or the quality of education. The proposed approach was met with overwhelming approval from all groups of respondents. 

· The majority of respondents agreed that if inspectors are not fully confident that the school would receive its current grade if a section 5 inspection was carried out, we should write a letter to the school setting out strengths and priorities for further improvement and carry out a section 5 inspection at a later date. This approach was supported by 54% of respondents overall, by three quarters of parents and almost 60% of teachers. However, headteachers were less supportive: 46% agreed and 50% disagreed, with the rest undecided.  
· A majority of respondents also supported our third proposal that, if inspectors identify strong practice that indicates that the school may be moving towards outstanding, we should write to the school setting out strengths and further priorities for improvement, and carry out a section 5 inspection at a later date. This approach was supported by all groups, including a majority of headteachers, teachers and nearly 80% of parents.  
Submissions by teaching unions and professional associations
9. As part of the consultation process, we engaged with representatives of the major teaching unions and professional associations. We also received detailed submissions from:

· the Association of School and College Leaders (ASCL)

· the National Association of Head Teachers (NAHT)

· the National Association of Schoolmasters & Union of Women Teachers (NASUWT)
· the National Education Union (NEU)

the National Governance Association (NGA).
10. All five responses were in favour of our first proposal for conversions, normally within 48 hours, if there are serious concerns about safeguarding, behaviour or the quality of education. The NEU and ASCL were broadly supportive of proposals two and three, while the NAHT and NGA were broadly against. The NASUWT submission highlighted concerns about the potential for increasing workload and additional burden for schools that will undergo a follow-on section 5 inspection; we consider this issue in paragraphs 37 and 38. We have taken full account of what the associations have told us, particularly because some of the concerns they raised mirrored points made by other respondents.

11. ASCL and the NEU saw the benefits for schools in our proposals. Both unions indicated that implementing the second proposal, in particular, will support school improvement because schools will be given time to address any weaknesses. 

12. ASCL was particularly concerned that the wording of the published letter to schools about which Ofsted has some concerns (proposal 2) should emphasise clearly that the short inspection does not change the school’s current overall effectiveness of good/outstanding. This is important feedback that we will use to inform the final design of the letter. 

13. A key issue for those who disagreed with the proposals was that the changes may create a perception that there are different ‘tiers’ of good school. This is not the case. Our detailed response to this point is given in paragraphs 31 to 33. If schools show signs of improvement or potential decline and their short inspection does not convert, we will make it clear that there will be no change to their current overall effectiveness judgement.

The way forward

14. In light of the responses to the consultation, we will be taking forward all three proposals with effect from January 2018. It should be noted that these changes will not affect most good and outstanding non-exempt schools. In most cases, the short inspection will confirm that they have maintained their good or outstanding performance and will remain eligible for a short inspection approximately three years thereafter. 
15. Inspectors will convert short inspections of good schools, usually within 48 hours, if there are serious concerns about safeguarding, behaviour or the quality of education. This will occur if inspectors find evidence that indicates that safeguarding may be ineffective or if they see evidence of overall poor behaviour that disrupts learning and impedes the progress of pupils. Inspectors will also convert short inspections if they see evidence that suggests that, were the school to receive a full section 5 inspection, the quality of the education provided would be likely to be judged inadequate overall. 
16. Some outstanding schools also receive short inspections: nursery schools, special schools and pupil referral units. If inspectors see evidence in one of these outstanding non-exempt schools that performance may have declined so that, were a section 5 inspection to be carried out, the school would be likely to be judged as requires improvement, then inspectors will convert the short inspection, usually within 48 hours. This group of non-exempt outstanding schools caters for those who are at a most critical stage of their education (in the case of nursery schools) and for some of our most vulnerable young people. For these reasons, when there is evidence that this provision may have dropped by two grades but there may be not be evidence that the overall quality of education or behaviour is inadequate, an immediate section 5 inspection is the most appropriate way forward to ensure that the decline is arrested and reversed as soon as possible.  

17. If inspectors identify areas of weakness in good (or non-exempt outstanding) schools, which fall short of the circumstances described above, they will not convert the short inspection to a section 5 inspection. Instead, the school will receive a letter, which Ofsted will publish, that sets out the school’s clear priorities for improvement. For the avoidance of doubt, this letter will make clear that such inspections will not result in a change to the school’s previous judgement of good or outstanding for overall effectiveness.
 The follow-on section 5 inspection will take place within the statutory time frame, which will typically be within two years of the short inspection for most of these schools. 
18. If inspectors identify areas of strong practice that indicate that a good school is improving towards being outstanding, they will not convert the inspection. Instead, the school will receive a letter, which Ofsted will publish, setting out those areas where the school is particularly strong and what further steps the school may take in order to improve further. The school’s next inspection will be a section 5 inspection and will typically take place within a period of less than two years. It could be much sooner. If a school in these circumstances so wishes then it may request a section 5 inspection at any time, as is the case for all schools.  
Findings in full

19. For each proposal, we begin by presenting the quantitative data received through the online consultation and the online Parents Panel questionnaire.
 We then expand on the qualitative feedback received through the free-text comments to the online questionnaires and the submissions from professional associations and unions.

20. In this analysis, reference is made to specific groups of respondents, namely headteachers, teachers, parents/carers and inspectors. This is because these groups of respondent have each submitted over 80 responses. This is not to say that we have not taken account of submissions from the other groups; we have considered all responses. For example, the themes that have emerged from the free-text comments draw on all responses, irrespective of respondent group. 
21. Where we provide figures or proportions for the ‘other’ respondent category, these include all respondent types with fewer than 80 responses and those who selected ‘prefer not to say’ or left the respondent field blank.
22. By a considerable margin (57%), the largest group of respondents were headteachers or school senior leaders. The next two largest groups were inspectors (either Her Majesty’s Inspectors (HMI) or Ofsted Inspectors) and parents, representing, respectively, 12% and 11% of all respondents.  
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Proposal 1: To what extent do you agree or disagree that inspectors should continue to convert short inspections, normally within 48 hours, if there are serious concerns about safeguarding, behaviour or the quality of education?
23. Support for this approach was overwhelming. It was endorsed by almost all parents (95%) and headteachers (90%). The most common reasons respondents cited for their support were that: 
· the safeguarding and protection of children is of paramount importance

· conversion to section 5 inspections in these instances allows for safeguarding concerns to be explored fully and for inspectors to come to a considered judgement about the effectiveness of safeguarding 

· an unsafe school environment can damage pupils’ educational opportunities and be a barrier to learning

· the immediate or short conversion period is appropriate so that action can be taken quickly where the concerns are corroborated and fears allayed where they are not

to delay matters in these circumstances would be doing the pupils at the school a disservice.
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24. Just 6% of all respondents disagreed overall. In some cases, respondents disagreed overall because they did not agree with all of the factors that could lead to immediate conversion. The most common reasons can be summarised as follow
· Respondents agreed with the conversion period for safeguarding or behaviour but not for reasons related to the quality of education. Some respondents saw no difference between concerns about the quality of education in this context and proposal 2 whereby schools would be given more time to put things right.

· Some respondents felt that up to 48 hours could be too long; if safeguarding or behaviour has raised serious concerns, conversion should be immediate or no later than the following day.
Some felt that the proposal did not support schools because it did not give them the time or opportunity to put things right (a key element of proposals 2 and 3).
25. As set out in paragraphs 14 and 15, we will convert the inspection if there are serious concerns about the school’s safeguarding, behaviour or the quality of education. Having considered these comments, our view remains that, where the standard of behaviour is such that it becomes a barrier to learning and progress, the interests of pupils and their parents would be best served by immediate conversion. The same is true for if inspectors see evidence that the overall quality of education may have declined to the point that, if the school was inspected under section 5, it would be likely to be judged inadequate overall, or, in the case of an outstanding non-exempt school, likely to be judged requires improvement. In these situations, it is appropriate that inspectors conduct a full section 5 inspection that evaluates the whole provision. This will provide up-to-date information to parents, clear recommendations for improvement and impetus for multi-academy trusts, local authorities or other bodies supporting the school to put in place appropriate support and challenge measures to achieve the improvements needed. 
Proposal 2: To what extent do you agree or disagree that, where a short inspection does not convert but inspectors are not fully confident that the school would receive its current grade if a full section 5 were carried out, the school should receive a letter setting out strengths and priorities for improvement and a section 5 inspection should be carried out at a later date?
26. The majority of all respondents supported this approach, with 54% either agreeing or agreeing strongly, while 41% were opposed. Three quarters of parents supported this approach. Similarly, 70% of inspectors and 59% of teachers agreed. However, 50% of headteachers and school senior leaders disagreed with this proposal. Their concerns included that the change could create the impression that there were now different ‘tiers’ of good schools (please also see paragraphs 12 and 31 to 33).  
27. Respondents who agreed overall identified many positive features in this approach. They particularly agreed with the intention of the change to ‘catch schools before they fall from being good’ and give them some more time to improve. These respondents were pleased that Ofsted recognised that sometimes good schools suffer a setback in a specific area while they remain good in all other areas. They felt that the proposed approach would give them an opportunity to address such shortcomings without their overall grade changing immediately. They also felt that the changes made leaders more likely to act swiftly given the stakes. However, some respondents who supported the proposal expressed concern about the potential length of time until the full section 5 inspection. In particular, some parents suggested that, generally, schools should not be given more than one year. 
28. Typically, respondents agreed with this proposal because it:

· makes the inspection process more supportive of schools; given the time to improve, schools can secure better outcomes for pupils

· provides helpful priorities for improvement and an opportunity for schools to maintain their ‘good’ grade

· takes a constructive and developmental approach, encouraging schools to improve continuously; respondents told us it was sensible and proportionate

· avoids the ‘damage’ cause by an immediate ‘requires improvement’ judgement, which respondents described as stress on staff, recruitment difficulties and negative perceptions in the community among other factors
· addresses issues quickly while allowing schools (and those who support them) to take appropriate steps to make improvements, including through commissioning appropriate internal and external support

· guards against volatility, whereby schools fear they may be ‘downgraded’ for one set of bad results or the challenges of a particular cohort

· will give schools a more positive experience of inspection than the current conversion model, in which a large team of extra inspectors ‘rush’ into the school in two to seven days.
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29. Those who disagreed with proposal 2 were concerned that the proposal would:

· create different ‘tiers’ of good 

· leave some schools in ‘limbo’, knowing that their next inspection would be a section 5; respondents were concerned that this would have a negative impact on staff morale, recruitment and retention; at the same time these schools would not benefit from the likely extra support and intervention that may become available to schools that are judged to require improvement; improvement may therefore take longer to achieve
· put these schools under more pressure to be ‘Ofsted-ready’
create uncertainty for parents and the school community.

30. There was also a contrasting theme among respondents that the proposal was not equitable to other schools, because:  
· the same opportunity to make improvements is not extended to schools that require improvement
schools that may really be ‘requires improvement’ will continue to ‘wear the good badge’ – this is unfair to schools that receive section 5 inspections due to Ofsted’s risk assessment and are judged as requires improvement
if there are concerns that a school may no longer be good, then a full section 5 should be carried out as soon as possible. 
31. We continue to believe that it is proportionate to conduct immediate section 5 inspections for some good schools where it is clear that the school is in complex circumstances that need a full inspection. These schools are identified using Ofsted’s published risk assessment procedure, which is strongly predictive of the schools in which inspectors will need more time to gather evidence. Respondents strongly supported this change following our initial consultation, and it was implemented in October 2017.   
32. The gap between the short inspection and the full section 5 inspection on staff and the school community is seen as a matter of concern by some respondents, and a benefit by others. Overall, those who commented on the consultation saw giving schools the opportunity to address shortcomings, if concerns have been identified but are not sufficiently serious to warrant immediate conversion, as a more collaborative approach. A majority of respondents concluded that this approach is likely to avoid the stress and impact on the community associated with a school going from good to requires improvement. As one headteacher responding to the consultation put it:

‘It is important that schools are given time to improve and the concept of ‘catch schools before they fall from being good’ shows that OFSTED understand the importance of collaboration when it comes to school improvement.’
33. It is also important to note that proposals 2 and 3 were designed in light of the outcomes of the previous consultation on short inspections. The response to that consultation, particularly from those representing the school sector, was clear that a two- to three-week ‘conversion window’ would place school leaders and staff under unacceptable levels of pressure. On balance, therefore, we believe that going ahead with this proposal is the right way forward for all involved.

34. We have also noted the concerns about creating uncertainty for parents and schools or causing schools to be constantly ‘Ofsted-ready’. 
· Firstly, three quarters of parents responding to this consultation supported our proposal. 
· Secondly, we will be taking steps to ensure that the letter to the school is clear that there is no change to its overall effectiveness as a result of the inspection. 
Finally, Ofsted does everything it can through its published documents, statements and engagement on social media to discourage the idea that schools should be ‘Ofsted-ready’. 
35. We have reduced inspection notice periods and given a consistent message that schools should be looking to do what is best for their pupils. If they do this, which is the case for most good and outstanding schools, then they are more likely to achieve good outcomes for their pupils and good inspection outcomes.

Proposal 3: To what extent do you agree or disagree that, where a short inspection does not convert but inspectors identify strong practice that could indicate that the school is improving towards being outstanding, the school should receive a letter setting out strengths and priorities for further improvement and a section 5 inspection should be carried out at a later date?
36. A clear majority (58%) of respondents supported this approach, while a third disagreed overall. Support was strongest among parents, with almost four fifths (79%) agreeing overall, followed by three quarters of inspectors and almost three fifths (59%) of teachers. Half of all headteachers and school senior leaders also recorded their agreement, while just under half (41%) disagreed overall.

37. Those agreeing put forward a number of reasons for doing so. The most common reasons given were that this approach:

· is more developmental and supportive
· avoids the immediate pressure of a full inspection
· provides schools that are already moving in the right direction with the opportunity to embed improvements so that they can better demonstrate impact when the section 5 occurs; it therefore gives them a better chance to secure an outstanding judgement
· recognises those schools that are making improvements towards outstanding
creates less stress for school staff.

38. The key concerns of those who disagreed were similar to the concerns about the second proposal. Those who objected considered that the proposed approach: 
· had the potential to create uncertainty, leaving schools ‘in limbo’ or a ‘halfway house’

· would be unfair on schools that have been working hard towards outstanding and would like the recognition now rather than two years later; this group felt that conversions should be immediate

· could place more stress on leaders and teachers through raising expectations that they would achieve outstanding when the full inspection takes place, thereby encouraging then to be constantly ‘Ofsted-ready’

· could confuse parents and others involved with the school 

creates a potential gap of up-to-two-years until the next inspection that is too long for schools to wait for the follow-on section 5 inspection.
39. We have sought to address the concerns about schools having to be ‘Ofsted-ready’ above (see paragraphs 32 and 33). This change is not about leaving schools ‘in limbo’ or not recognising the improvements they have made. Rather, it is about giving them the opportunity to embed and consolidate improvement. Therefore, while this may mean that some schools will receive two inspections within a relatively short period of up to two years, we believe that, in the long term, this will benefit the schools. If they embed the strong practice recognised at the short inspection across the whole school, then they will be in a much better position when they are next inspected.

40. We recognise that good schools that are improving will be at different stages in that improvement journey. Ofsted’s regional directors retain discretion over the timing of the full section 5 inspection, subject to the statutory limitation explained below. Schools are able to request an inspection at any time. The reference to one or two years in the consultation document was due to the constraint placed by the statutory maximum permitted interval between inspections; this is five years from the end of the academic year during which the school was last inspected under section 5. Short inspections are carried out broadly on a three-year cycle, which means that most of these schools will be inspected again within up to two years of the short inspection. For many improving schools, however, this will be sooner. 
41. A few respondents raised concern about future revisions of the inspection framework and how this might impact on schools that undergo a follow-on section 5 inspection under different criteria. Over the years, Ofsted has needed to revise the inspection framework so that it better reflects not just legislative changes but also new challenges and expectations. When we undertake changes to the inspection framework we do so on the basis of the best evidence about educational effectiveness. This is inevitable. However, as we have always done, we will ensure that any such change is contingent on open and thorough engagement with all those involved in the sector, through public consultation, engagement events, pilot inspections and wider discussions, including with unions and professional associations. The changes we make are always guided by this engagement and what is best for schools and the children and young people they serve.     
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� Or, in the case of school that has previously received a short inspection that confirmed it was still good or outstanding, no later than five years from that inspection.


� Short inspections are conducted under section 8 of the Education Act 2005. Only section 5 inspections lead to an overall effectiveness judgement because, unlike section 8 inspections, they cover the full evaluation criteria.


� Members of the Ofsted Parents Panel completed the same questionnaire that was available to the general public through the online consultation. We have aggregated the results of the two questionnaires. Figures relating to parents/carers or references to this group of respondents encompass both Parents Panel respondents and those who responded through the public consultation and identified themselves as parents/carers.

Therefore the letter schools receive must make clear the school is providing an acceptable standard of education, otherwise parents and others might incorrectly draw the conclusion that the school is being judged inadequate.     6 Under proposal 1 of the consultation schools at risk of being judged inadequate would be converted to a Section 5 inspection within 48 hours; essentially the status quo for such schools.     7 Accordingly, the letter to other schools must satisfy parents that the quality of education is acceptable or better as otherwise the inspection would have been converted immediately as indicated in paragraph 6 above. A statement which only states inspectors have been ‘unable to confirm a judgement’ is at best unhelpful and more likely will damage the reputation of the school.     8 ASCL recognises that legislation around ‘relevant inspections’ presents challenges in relation to the wording of this letter, however this must be balanced against the responsibility to report accurately and fairly to schools, parents and their local community. As noted in the consultation document, HMCI “must be satisfied that the evidence does not suggest that the school would not achieve such a grade (good or outstanding) if a Section 5 inspection were carried out.”     9 The absence of evidence indicating that the school could receive an inadequate judgement should ‘ipso facto’ be deemed sufficient to indicate the standard of education is acceptable and the school could therefore be judged good or better under a Section 5 inspection. Therefore, as noted above, the letter should make clear that the school retains the existing good judgement until the next Section 5 inspection.     10 Stating the previous judgement is unchanged as a result of the inspection and that the school is providing an acceptable standard of education will help to reassure parents, schools, pupils and the wider community about the standard of education in the school. Put quite simply if there is insufficient evidence that the judgement must be changed then logically the existing judgement has to stand.    26 As stated in paragraph 3 above ASCL considers that the proposals outlined in this consultation have the potential to mitigate the high stakes ‘cliff edge’ which adversely affects current inspection and accountability arrangements and will consequentially do more to support school improvement than the current inspection arrangements.     27 However, it is essential that the letter that schools awaiting conversion would receive under proposal 2 must in no way act to create undue uncertainty or suggest that the standard of education being provided might be less than acceptable. If this is not achieved, the unintended consequence undoubtedly would be to create an additional group of ‘in limbo’ schools which may undermine the confidence of parents and the local community. One risk is that any excessive workload in schools working to achieve an outstanding judgement may be intensified and prolonged. We know that schools, leaders and teachers have a responsibility to mitigate this risk but, in some schools, an unduly long conversion period might exacerbate this issue.   22	The consultation document states that when conversion of potential outstanding schools takes place, “Typically, this will be less than two years, and could be much sooner.” ASCL believes that the maximum length of time should be one year, thus recognising that a one year cycle, on top of the three years since the previous inspection, should be enough to establish whether outstanding performance has been consolidated.  23	For other schools the evidence may indicate that consolidation of outstanding practice has already been established over several years and a conversion should take place at the earliest opportunity, probably within 12 weeks. In such cases the inspectors undertaking the short inspection should be able to determine whether a faster conversion is appropriate and make this recommendation to the Regional Director.   24	Schools should be informed should such a recommendation be made. As with conversion for potential inadequate schools, the decision to convert would not be deemed to predetermine the outcome of the Section 5 inspection. With regard to all three of the potential areas of concern, we feel it is morally appropriate for a section 5 inspection to be arranged within the timescale specified, because any of these issues would mean that the school is not doing what it should be doing for the pupils in its care, either from an academic or pastoral perspective, and would therefore be of serious concern for parents.  However, we do feel that if a decision is made to convert to a section 5 inspection on the basis of serious concerns about the quality of education, it should be clear to the school leadership what criteria have been used to make this decision, so that there are no surprises.				Colleagues had mixed opinions about this proposal.  We felt that some schools would benefit from this arrangement, whilst others would not. It could have the effect of allowing schools time to make changes to show that they are ‘good’, as long as they are able to show the inspector that they have a robust strategic improvement plan and the capacity to turn things around within 1 to 2 years, and that the school is doing all it can to improve things. This would also give time for any changes to have had a measurable impact.  In addition, the current system of immediately converting to a 2-day inspection at the end of the first day does not give the new set of inspectors enough time to prepare for the full inspection and gain a full understanding of all the data and information about the school – this risks not providing a fair representation of the school.  However, we also had some concerns that if the short inspection concludes that the school isn’t really ‘good’ and needs more time to prove this, then this could eliminate the RI judgement, which can actually be quite a strong lever for school improvement, including through access to certain funding that is only available to RI schools. We have concerns that if this approach did lead to the removal of the RI judgement, what would then be the criteria for funding for school-to-school support?  We also had some concerns that although, in principle, it would be good for most schools to have some further time to demonstrate they were ‘good’ (as long as they were at the top end of the RI judgement), a year or two is a long time in a child’s education and probably too long to wait if the school isn’t performing as it should. Some colleagues therefore suggested that perhaps a period of 6 months might be an alternative.				Again, colleagues were split in their opinions on this final proposal.  Those colleagues who agreed with the proposal felt that if a school was almost at ‘outstanding’ (i.e. at the very top of the good judgement), it would be helpful to be left with some pointers for areas of improvement that the inspectors would expect to see addressed next time and which would confirm an outstanding judgement. It was also felt that 2 years would allow any changes to be made and to show a measurable impact on pupil outcomes. It was also felt that this might be better for schools than the current situation when they might be told at the end of day one they are on track for an outstanding judgement, only to be told at the end of the (converted) second day they remain good – this can be quite a negative situation for schools and a knock to staff.  However, colleagues who disagreed with the proposal felt that, for a school which is really consistently good and has enough evidence to prove it is outstanding, to have to wait possibly up to 2 more years for a section 5 inspection would put too much pressure on the school. These colleagues suggested that it might be better to convert to a section 5 within a term or 6 months at the longest.   These colleagues made the point that we want these great schools to be really confident about sharing their capacity and expertise in order to support improvement across the whole system, but that this approach to waiting for such a long time might make these same schools hoard their own expertise in an effort to ensure they get their outstanding judgement next time around. In this way, this proposal as it stands risks dis-incentivising system level working.  In addition, some colleagues expressed concern that this approach might stop inspectors from giving an ‘outstanding’ judgement in the first instance following a short inspection, leaving a firm decision ‘until the next time’, when it would most likely be someone else’s decision anyway.  We also had some discussion about the fact that the ‘good’ judgement is a very broad category, including schools that are just above RI to those which are just below outstanding. I have inspected schools that converted to outstanding, where the HTs were entirely focused on getting the inspection to convert. Again, as in my comments above, these schools will continue to wear their 'good' badge, when they have moved beyond good. Such schools will be frustrated by the delay. This proposal might possibly benefit schools that are between good and outstanding, but as inspectors, we already take all evidence into account before making a final judgement. Our response to the consultation on short inspections of good schools is set out below.  We approach the questions in the order that they were asked in the consultation document.    NAHT is positive about short inspection.  This approach to the inspection of ‘good’ schools is more proportionate, allowing inspectors to determine that there are no grounds to indicate that the quality of education provided by the school has declined to any significant extent, and that safeguarding procedures and the management of pupil’s behaviour remain sound.    NAHT supports the proposal that Ofsted should continue to convert a short inspection to a section 5 inspection within a maximum period of 48 hours where inspectors have serious concerns about the quality of education, safeguarding procedures or the behaviour of pupils.    It is NAHT’s strong view that conversion to section 5 within 48 hours should take place in all circumstances where inspectors conducting a section 8 short inspection of a ‘good’ school consider that the school may have crossed an inspection grade boundary.		Strongly disagree		NAHT understands, and is sympathetic to, Ofsted’s difficulties in managing the cost and efficient use of ‘stand by’ additional inspectors to service scheduled short inspections of ‘good’ schools that convert.  We can see why Ofsted is attracted to the proposed inspection letter setting out strengths and weaknesses of a school, and then leaving the school to be inspected until a later date under section 5, within the maximum permitted interval for inspection.  The proposal is focused on making the model more workable for Ofsted.    However, this is not in best interests of school leaders and teachers, pupils or parents.  For the reasons set out below NAHT is strongly opposed to the proposal.     Ofsted’s primary duty in relation to schools is to inspect and report on the quality of education provided by a school.  The purpose of a short inspection of a good school is to determine whether the maximum permitted interval for the inspection of that school should be reset.      The proposal fails to discharge that duty.  An inspection letter of the type described in the proposal will always be equivocal.  As a result Ofsted would introduce an unofficial fifth judgement, that falls somewhere between good and requires improvement.      However coded the language used by inspectors in their letter, this ‘good-ish’ judgement will weigh heavily on schools, teachers and school leaders.  Schools may wait two to three years for their next section 5 inspection.  Local authorities, trusts, and governing boards will struggle to understand what it means.  The consequences of the inspection letter are likely to be an increase in the burden and workload on school leaders and teachers, directly resulting from a non-judgement.  Given the known potential for Ofsted to drive a whole range of unintended behaviours, NAHT is very concerned that a foreseeable consequence of this proposal is its propensity to add a further layer of complexity to the already established high stakes, punitive accountability system.      NAHT’s view is that parents will be confused by this additional judgement.  The implication of an inspection letter will be that a school is no longer good, and may be at risk of decline, impacting on pupil and teacher recruitment.  Schools already face acute problems recruiting teachers, with 67 per cent of our members telling us that they struggled to recruit.   Our evidence shows that lower performing schools struggle more to attract new staff.  Rather than aiding schools, the non-judgement risks hampering improvement.    Ofsted’s management data also shows how some schools will be treated unfairly if the proposal were to be taken forward.  Not all schools which receive a converted inspection declined.  Leaving aside those that improved to ‘outstanding’, a third of converted short inspections resulted in a school remaining good.  This has been the outcome in 374 short inspections that converted since September 2015.      This data demonstrates the shortcomings of the proposal.  If adopted it is an inevitable result that some schools will fall under a cloud of uncertainty for no better reason than that inspectors were unable to come to a judgement within the timeframe available.  Parents will be needlessly concerned, leaders and teachers will be placed under entirely avoidable stress and anxiety, and scarce resources may be squandered.  Such a judgement could easily undermine a ‘good’ school.    More broadly, this proposal also risks undermining Ofsted’s credibility with parents.  Its role is to report unequivocally on the quality of education provided by a school to the Secretary of State, Parliament and the wider public.  The proposal does not deliver against that test.		Strongly disagree		NAHT reiterates our position set out in question two, as the same principles apply.      Where a school has improved to the point where it may have crossed an Ofsted grade boundary, it is incumbent upon inspectors to weigh and evaluate the relevant evidence and to come to a judgement.    Given the implications of the current ‘outstanding’ judgement’ for the careers of school leaders and teachers, the potential impact on teacher recruitment, and the impact on the wider community that the school serves, it is not in the best interests of the school, parents or pupils for that judgement to be ‘reserved’ until such time as a section 5 inspection could be arranged, which could mean a wait of as long as two or three years, depending on Ofsted’s selection of schools for inspection in order to meet statutory requirements. However, there are serious concerns about the fairness and natural justice of a system which would give ‘good’ schools up to two years to avoid being judged requires improvement; where a school with an existing Grade 3 judgement would not have the same leniency applied or time given to address, possibly very similar, improvements.  The proposals suggest that Ofsted feels there is something ‘special’ about a G2 judgement which requires that schools so judged, are given opportunities which a G3 school would not get at the end of their section 5 inspection. Disagree		Trustees of ODST note that there are similar concerns with this proposal about inaccurate reporting and information for parents, albeit with less potential damage to children’s education. Surely if we are in a situation where a school could be judged ‘outstanding’ HMCI should report this fact and not wait two years to do so. To do otherwise negates her remit to report without fear and favour on the effectiveness of the schools in England. The proposals run the risk in a competitive education market of parents being ill-informed about school’s effectiveness and judgements made about the use of such schools in Multi Academy Trusts and by Local Authorities as exemplification as beacons of highly effective practice. This proposal also does not tackle the issue we face of ‘exempt’ schools. We are not clear from her recent report of the evidence of the security of old ‘outstanding’ judgements when reinspected. The education sector, however, is clear that the exempt nature of outstanding schools does not guarantee that they remain Grade 1 and for some, who have not been inspected for 10 years or more under a handbook where the criteria to be judged ‘outstanding’ were very different, they are not carrying a comparable judgement to more recent grade 1 schools. We feel that an unintended consequence is disproportionately more schools falling into this new ‘not sure if it’s yet good’ category. Even if inspectors give clear guidance on what is needed to be improved, the high stakes nature of this would lead to additional stress during the unknown timescales. This is very unhealthy and likely to be counterproductive.  Linked to this is the glass ceiling many heads feel already exists for schools serving deprived catchments. Already there is a disproportionately large number of Grade 3 and 4 schools in more deprived areas and similar higher percentages of outstanding schools where there is less deprivation. We would worry that a ‘not fully confident’ grade would be given out to more schools in challenging areas than elsewhere.  A second point relates to parents, who understandably view ofsted judgements more simplistically. Parents would simply see the new grade as ‘not good enough’, with the documented harm that this would bring.  If not a short inspection and immediate conversion, then the seven day turnaround is the next best option; not this added level of extended uncertainty please.  Please keep to the original spirit and success of the short inspections. If ‘risky’ schools are being filtered out at the outset (by having a full inspection) this should remove the logistical difficulty of keeping inspectors on standby because most inspections would remain short. Please don’t tinker as we feel this will create more unintended, unpopular consequences than solutions.		Strongly disagree		We feel that, just as with the previous question, Ofsted is tinkering with a former proposal, and therefore the dilution of quite a popular (short inspection) system; there will be unintended negative consequences. If a school is good, it’s good and if it’s outstanding, it’s outstanding: inspectors should back their judgement and deliver the verdict in two consecutive days.  A second point relates to the consequence for a school that doesn’t make the outstanding grade after being given additional time. Because of the accountability system (comparison to national average in an overall improving picture) it is statistically very unlikely that a school will move from good to outstanding. We have worries therefore that a school may be given additional time but still may not be high enough subsequently. This school might then be judged negatively for plateauing, when actually it is still very good. As with Question 2, schools will not perform well in an extended period of pressure. I spent 13 years at St John's C of E Primary School in Walsall Wood, West Midlands and saw, felt and embraced many changes. The last two years there I saw changes that I could no longer embrace or adhere too as they were not best for the children of St John's in any way shape or form. Whilst the data appears to be of standard and they currently hold an outstanding ofsted status this is not a true reflection of the school and the standard it should maintain or furthermore exceed! My final decision to leave was made after discovering that St John's were to become a teacher school for other schools within the Walsall Borough. This meaning that expert teaching would be removed from the classrooms leaving Teaching Assistants doing the teacher on a daily basis each week. I voice my concerns then and now. This is detrimental to learning. That's not to say that the TAs don't have a worth because my life they do but expertly trained teaching staff should be teaching the children that are already falling behind due to constant disruption from children with behaviour problems or the LAC children whose lives are in turmoil. I firmly believe that structure and boundaries are paramount and never knowing who is teaching them is setting them up to fail.     The short inspection will only add to oversights in my professional opinion and may I use this opportunity to say that parents would far more welcome spot check inspections to gain a real understanding of what really goes on daily in schools for their children.   I have two daughters who both attended St John's C of E Primary School and had fantastic schooling that was second to none. Would I send them to that school now. No I certainly would not. The learning is disruptive and test taught not what I believe any child should have to be put through. My belief is to embed learning we have to engage pupils from the time they step through the door and make their learning journey an adventurous, enjoyable and exciting one.  We need to be visionary and set standards that are high but reachable when stretched. Nor do a make do and teach to a testing system that is unfair anyhow. Our current membership is in excess of 85,000 arent carers. These parent carers representatives link into the regional Parent Carer Forum Networks. The NNPCF Steering Group has where possible worked within their regions to gather evidence to support our response to this consultation. We believe that our response helps to identify the most common experiences and views of Parent Carers of children and young people SEND (birth-25).    As parents and carers of children and young people with SEND we are concerned that the quality of education, behaviour and safeguarding varies greatly both across the 9 regions of the country and within each region/local authority area.  We strongly believe that Ofsted Inspection framework should be used to raise standards for all children and young people and to hold schools/academies to account who do not meet their statutory duties for pupils who have special educational needs and/or disabilities.    We are also extremely concerned about the rising number of exclusions from both mainstream and special schools for pupils with identified special educational needs (SEN).    DfE data shows that:  1) pupils with SEN support had the highest permanent exclusion rate and were over 7 times more likely to receive a permanent exclusion than pupils with no SEN  2)pupils with an Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan or with a statement of SEN had the highest fixed period exclusion rate and were almost 7 times more likely to receive a fixed period exclusion than pupils with no SEN  3) physical assault against an adult is the most common reason for fixed period exclusion from special schools - accounting for around a third of permanent exclusions and a quarter of fixed period exclusions in 2014/15.  https://www.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data/file/539704/SFR_26_2016_text.pdf (accessed online 20/10/2017).    These figures do not reflect the 'soft' or 'informal' exclusions. The Statutory guidance “Exclusion from maintained schools, Academies and pupil referral units in England” confirms (at paragraph 13) that ‘informal’ or ‘unofficial’ exclusions, such as sending pupils home ‘to cool off’, are unlawful, regardless of whether they occur with the agreement of parents or carers. The Guidance goes on to say that any exclusion of a pupil, even for short periods of time, must be formally recorded.    The NNPCF are extremely concerned that forums are reporting an increase in 'soft' exclusions and that often these are going unrecorded. Many parents of children with SEND accept what they are told by schools and parents are being given incorrect and unlawful messages; in some cases parents accept to a reduced timetable as an alternative to a threat to permanently exclude.    Both the quantitative formal data and the qualitative informal evidence suggests that school/academies need to be held to account this cohort of children and young  people with SEND who are at risk of exclusion. The full section 5 inspection will help to reinforce the message that the decision to exclude a pupil must be lawful, reasonable and fair. Schools have a statutory duty not to discriminate against pupils on the basis of protected characteristics, such as disability or race and schools should give particular consideration to the fair treatment of pupils from groups who are vulnerable to exclusion. We would therefore like to see more guidance and exemplification for the thresholds at which safeguarding or behaviour are deemed inadequate so that there is consistency in the decision reached to convert to section 5.		Strongly disagree		I have serious concerns about the fairness and natural justice of a system which would give ‘good’ schools up to two years to avoid being judged requires improvement; where a school with an existing Grade 3 judgement would not have the same leniency applied or time given to address, possibly very similar, improvements.   The proposals suggest that Ofsted feels there is something ‘special’ about a G2 judgement which requires that schools so judged, are given opportunities which a G3 school would not get at the end of their section 5 inspection. In these cases, section 5 teams make a final judgement and the school and its community remain ‘requires improvement’ for a further 2 years. Whereas a school with possible identical issues remains good and is able to ‘trade’ on HMCI’s badge as a ‘good school’.  This proposal suggests that there is a fifth grade of school – almost good or not quite requires improvement –we would suggest this ‘fudge’ is unacceptable.  I would urge HMCI to consider the damage that this proposal would do to the validity of Ofsted’s inspection outcomes both by publicising inspection outcomes which do not accurately inform parents of the true overall effectiveness of a school which, for two years may not be ‘good’ or which does not allow parents to accurately compare two schools where both may be Grade 3 but only one has to publish this outcome. To do otherwise negates her remit to report without fear and favour on the effectiveness of the schools in England. The proposals run the risk in a competitive education market of parents being ill-informed about school’s effectiveness and judgements made about the use of such schools in Multi Academy Trusts and by Local Authorities as exemplification as beacons of highly effective practice.  This proposal also does not tackle the issue we face of ‘exempt’ schools. We are not clear from her recent report of the evidence of the security of old ‘outstanding’ judgements when re-inspected. The education sector, however, is clear that the exempt nature of outstanding schools does not guarantee that they remain Grade 1 and for some, who have not been inspected for 10 years or more under a handbook where the criteria to be judged ‘outstanding’ were very different, they are not carrying a comparable judgement to more recent grade 1 schools.  This suggestion replicates the issues of the previous proposal; it produces another (sixth?) grade for schools of ‘very good’ or ‘almost outstanding’, actively promotes through the Ofsted website a judgement which may not be accurate and continues to ‘badge’ a range of exempt schools which may not be a true reflection of the modern rigorous work of Ofsted. Therefore the letter schools receive must make clear the school is providing an acceptable standard of education, otherwise parents and others might incorrectly draw the conclusion that the school is being judged inadequate.     6 Under proposal 1 of the consultation schools at risk of being judged inadequate would be converted to a Section 5 inspection within 48 hours; essentially the status quo for such schools.     7 Accordingly, the letter to other schools must satisfy parents that the quality of education is acceptable or better as otherwise the inspection would have been converted immediately as indicated in paragraph 6 above. A statement which only states inspectors have been ‘unable to confirm a judgement’ is at best unhelpful and more likely will damage the reputation of the school.     8 ASCL recognises that legislation around ‘relevant inspections’ presents challenges in relation to the wording of this letter, however this must be balanced against the responsibility to report accurately and fairly to schools, parents and their local community. With regard to all three of the potential areas of concern, we feel it is morally appropriate for a section 5 inspection to be arranged within the timescale specified, because any of these issues would mean that the school is not doing what it should be doing for the pupils in its care, either from an academic or pastoral perspective, and would therefore be of serious concern for parents.  However, we do feel that if a decision is made to convert to a section 5 inspection on the basis of serious concerns about the quality of education, it should be clear to the school leadership what criteria have been used to make this decision, so that there are no surprises.				Colleagues had mixed opinions about this proposal.  We felt that some schools would benefit from this arrangement, whilst others would not. It could have the effect of allowing schools time to make changes to show that they are ‘good’, as long as they are able to show the inspector that they have a robust strategic improvement plan and the capacity to turn things around within 1 to 2 years, and that the school is doing all it can to improve things. This would also give time for any changes to have had a measurable impact.  In addition, the current system of immediately converting to a 2-day inspection at the end of the first day does not give the new set of inspectors enough time to prepare for the full inspection and gain a full understanding of all the data and information about the school – this risks not providing a fair representation of the school.  However, we also had some concerns that if the short inspection concludes that the school isn’t really ‘good’ and needs more time to prove this, then this could eliminate the RI judgement, which can actually be quite a strong lever for school improvement, including through access to certain funding that is only available to RI schools. We have concerns that if this approach did lead to the removal of the RI judgement, what would then be the criteria for funding for school-to-school support?  We also had some concerns that although, in principle, it would be good for most schools to have some further time to demonstrate they were ‘good’ (as long as they were at the top end of the RI judgement), a year or two is a long time in a child’s education and probably too long to wait if the school isn’t performing as it should. Some colleagues therefore suggested that perhaps a period of 6 months might be an alternative.				Again, colleagues were split in their opinions on this final proposal.  Those colleagues who agreed with the proposal felt that if a school was almost at ‘outstanding’ (i.e. at the very top of the good judgement), it would be helpful to be left with some pointers for areas of improvement that the inspectors would expect to see addressed next time and which would confirm an outstanding judgement. It was also felt that 2 years would allow any changes to be made and to show a measurable impact on pupil outcomes. It was also felt that this might be better for schools than the current situation when they might be told at the end of day one they are on track for an outstanding judgement, only to be told at the end of the (converted) second day they remain good – this can be quite a negative situation for schools and a knock to staff.  However, colleagues who disagreed with the proposal felt that, for a school which is really consistently good and has enough evidence to prove it is outstanding, to have to wait possibly up to 2 more years for a section 5 inspection would put too much pressure on the school. These colleagues suggested that it might be better to convert to a section 5 within a term or 6 months at the longest.   These colleagues made the point that we want these great schools to be really confident about sharing their capacity and expertise in order to support improvement across the whole system, but that this approach to waiting for such a long time might make these same schools hoard their own expertise in an effort to ensure they get their outstanding judgement next time around. In this way, this proposal as it stands risks dis-incentivising system level working. We use our voice at the highest levels of government to influence policy for the benefit of leaders and learners everywhere.    Our response to the consultation on short inspections of good schools is set out below.  We approach the questions in the order that they were asked in the consultation document.    NAHT is positive about short inspection.  This approach to the inspection of ‘good’ schools is more proportionate, allowing inspectors to determine that there are no grounds to indicate that the quality of education provided by the school has declined to any significant extent, and that safeguarding procedures and the management of pupil’s behaviour remain sound.    NAHT supports the proposal that Ofsted should continue to convert a short inspection to a section 5 inspection within a maximum period of 48 hours where inspectors have serious concerns about the quality of education, safeguarding procedures or the behaviour of pupils.    It is NAHT’s strong view that conversion to section 5 within 48 hours should take place in all circumstances where inspectors conducting a section 8 short inspection of a ‘good’ school consider that the school may have crossed an inspection grade boundary.		Strongly disagree		NAHT understands, and is sympathetic to, Ofsted’s difficulties in managing the cost and efficient use of ‘stand by’ additional inspectors to service scheduled short inspections of ‘good’ schools that convert.  We can see why Ofsted is attracted to the proposed inspection letter setting out strengths and weaknesses of a school, and then leaving the school to be inspected until a later date under section 5, within the maximum permitted interval for inspection.  The proposal is focused on making the model more workable for Ofsted.    However, this is not in best interests of school leaders and teachers, pupils or parents.  For the reasons set out below NAHT is strongly opposed to the proposal.     Ofsted’s primary duty in relation to schools is to inspect and report on the quality of education provided by a school.  The purpose of a short inspection of a good school is to determine whether the maximum permitted interval for the inspection of that school should be reset.      The proposal fails to discharge that duty.  An inspection letter of the type described in the proposal will always be equivocal.  As a result Ofsted would introduce an unofficial fifth judgement, that falls somewhere between good and requires improvement.      However coded the language used by inspectors in their letter, this ‘good-ish’ judgement will weigh heavily on schools, teachers and school leaders.  Schools may wait two to three years for their next section 5 inspection.  Local authorities, trusts, and governing boards will struggle to understand what it means.  The consequences of the inspection letter are likely to be an increase in the burden and workload on school leaders and teachers, directly resulting from a non-judgement.  Given the known potential for Ofsted to drive a whole range of unintended behaviours, NAHT is very concerned that a foreseeable consequence of this proposal is its propensity to add a further layer of complexity to the already established high stakes, punitive accountability system.      NAHT’s view is that parents will be confused by this additional judgement.  The implication of an inspection letter will be that a school is no longer good, and may be at risk of decline, impacting on pupil and teacher recruitment.  Schools already face acute problems recruiting teachers, with 67 per cent of our members telling us that they struggled to recruit.   Our evidence shows that lower performing schools struggle more to attract new staff.  Rather than aiding schools, the non-judgement risks hampering improvement.    Ofsted’s management data also shows how some schools will be treated unfairly if the proposal were to be taken forward.  Not all schools which receive a converted inspection declined.  Leaving aside those that improved to ‘outstanding’, a third of converted short inspections resulted in a school remaining good.  This has been the outcome in 374 short inspections that converted since September 2015.      This data demonstrates the shortcomings of the proposal.  If adopted it is an inevitable result that some schools will fall under a cloud of uncertainty for no better reason than that inspectors were unable to come to a judgement within the timeframe available.  Parents will be needlessly concerned, leaders and teachers will be placed under entirely avoidable stress and anxiety, and scarce resources may be squandered.  Such a judgement could easily undermine a ‘good’ school.    More broadly, this proposal also risks undermining Ofsted’s credibility with parents.  Its role is to report unequivocally on the quality of education provided by a school to the Secretary of State, Parliament and the wider public.  The proposal does not deliver against that test. Where a school has improved to the point where it may have crossed an Ofsted grade boundary, it is incumbent upon inspectors to weigh and evaluate the relevant evidence and to come to a judgement.    Given the implications of the current ‘outstanding’ judgement’ for the careers of school leaders and teachers, the potential impact on teacher recruitment, and the impact on the wider community that the school serves, it is not in the best interests of the school, parents or pupils for that judgement to be ‘reserved’ until such time as a section 5 inspection could be arranged, which could mean a wait of as long as two or three years, depending on Ofsted’s selection of schools for inspection in order to meet statutory requirements. Disagree		Trustees are again broadly supportive of this stance if all that we have to consider and accept is a change for the convenience of the administration of inspections is necessary. However, there are serious concerns about the fairness and natural justice of a system which would give ‘good’ schools up to two years to avoid being judged requires improvement; where a school with an existing Grade 3 judgement would not have the same leniency applied or time given to address, possibly very similar, improvements.  The proposals suggest that Ofsted feels there is something ‘special’ about a G2 judgement which requires that schools so judged, are given opportunities which a G3 school would not get at the end of their section 5 inspection. In these cases, section 5 teams make a final judgement and the school and its community remain ‘requires improvement’ for a further 2 years. Whereas a school with possible identical issues remains good and is able to ‘trade’ on HMCI’s badge as a ‘good school’. This proposal suggests that there is a fifth grade of school – almost good or not quite requires improvement –we would suggest this ‘fudge’ is unacceptable. Trustees would urge HMCI to consider the damage that this proposal would do to the validity of Ofsted’s inspection outcomes both by publicising inspection outcomes which do not accurately inform parents of the true overall effectiveness of a school which, for two years may not be ‘good’ or which does not allow parents to accurately compare two schools where both may be Grade 3 but only one has to publish this outcome.		Disagree		Trustees of ODST note that there are similar concerns with this proposal about inaccurate reporting and information for parents, albeit with less potential damage to children’s education. Surely if we are in a situation where a school could be judged ‘outstanding’ HMCI should report this fact and not wait two years to do so. To do otherwise negates her remit to report without fear and favour on the effectiveness of the schools in England. The proposals run the risk in a competitive education market of parents being ill-informed about school’s effectiveness and judgements made about the use of such schools in Multi Academy Trusts and by Local Authorities as exemplification as beacons of highly effective practice. This proposal also does not tackle the issue we face of ‘exempt’ schools. We are not clear from her recent report of the evidence of the security of old ‘outstanding’ judgements when reinspected. The education sector, however, is clear that the exempt nature of outstanding schools does not guarantee that they remain Grade 1 and for some, who have not been inspected for 10 years or more under a handbook where the criteria to be judged ‘outstanding’ were very different, they are not carrying a comparable judgement to more recent grade 1 schools. This suggestion replicates the issues of the previous proposal; it produces another (sixth?) grade for schools of ‘very good’ or ‘almost outstanding’, actively promotes through the Ofsted website a judgement which may not be accurate and continues to ‘badge’ a range of exempt schools which may not be a true reflection of the modern rigorous work of Ofsted. We feel that an unintended consequence is disproportionately more schools falling into this new ‘not sure if it’s yet good’ category. Even if inspectors give clear guidance on what is needed to be improved, the high stakes nature of this would lead to additional stress during the unknown timescales. This is very unhealthy and likely to be counterproductive.  Linked to this is the glass ceiling many heads feel already exists for schools serving deprived catchments. Already there is a disproportionately large number of Grade 3 and 4 schools in more deprived areas and similar higher percentages of outstanding schools where there is less deprivation. We would worry that a ‘not fully confident’ grade would be given out to more schools in challenging areas than elsewhere.  A second point relates to parents, who understandably view ofsted judgements more simplistically. Parents would simply see the new grade as ‘not good enough’, with the documented harm that this would bring.  If not a short inspection and immediate conversion, then the seven day turnaround is the next best option; not this added level of extended uncertainty please.  Please keep to the original spirit and success of the short inspections. If ‘risky’ schools are being filtered out at the outset (by having a full inspection) this should remove the logistical difficulty of keeping inspectors on standby because most inspections would remain short. Please don’t tinker as we feel this will create more unintended, unpopular consequences than solutions.		Strongly disagree		We feel that, just as with the previous question, Ofsted is tinkering with a former proposal, and therefore the dilution of quite a popular (short inspection) system; there will be unintended negative consequences. If a school is good, it’s good and if it’s outstanding, it’s outstanding: inspectors should back their judgement and deliver the verdict in two consecutive days.  A second point relates to the consequence for a school that doesn’t make the outstanding grade after being given additional time. Because of the accountability system (comparison to national average in an overall improving picture) it is statistically very unlikely that a school will move from good to outstanding. We have worries therefore that a school may be given additional time but still may not be high enough subsequently. This school might then be judged negatively for plateauing, when actually it is still very good. As with Question 2, schools will not perform well in an extended period of pressure. My decision to leave teaching was not made lightly and was possibly one of the hardest decisions I have made in my working career. That said the profession became unbearable and after loosing a Headteacher to retirement it only became worse. I know that leadership and vision takes high priority and if that if one area of that is weak that can be catastrophic for any school. I spent 13 years at St John's C of E Primary School in Walsall Wood, West Midlands and saw, felt and embraced many changes. The last two years there I saw changes that I could no longer embrace or adhere too as they were not best for the children of St John's in any way shape or form. Whilst the data appears to be of standard and they currently hold an outstanding ofsted status this is not a true reflection of the school and the standard it should maintain or furthermore exceed! My final decision to leave was made after discovering that St John's were to become a teacher school for other schools within the Walsall Borough. This meaning that expert teaching would be removed from the classrooms leaving Teaching Assistants doing the teacher on a daily basis each week. I voice my concerns then and now. This is detrimental to learning. That's not to say that the TAs don't have a worth because my life they do but expertly trained teaching staff should be teaching the children that are already falling behind due to constant disruption from children with behaviour problems or the LAC children whose lives are in turmoil. I firmly believe that structure and boundaries are paramount and never knowing who is teaching them is setting them up to fail.     The short inspection will only add to oversights in my professional opinion and may I use this opportunity to say that parents would far more welcome spot check inspections to gain a real understanding of what really goes on daily in schools for their children.   I have two daughters who both attended St John's C of E Primary School and had fantastic schooling that was second to none. Would I send them to that school now. No I certainly would not. The learning is disruptive and test taught not what I believe any child should have to be put through. My belief is to embed learning we have to engage pupils from the time they step through the door and make their learning journey an adventurous, enjoyable and exciting one.  We need to be visionary and set standards that are high but reachable when stretched. Nor do a make do and teach to a testing system that is unfair anyhow. We strongly believe that Ofsted Inspection framework should be used to raise standards for all children and young people and to hold schools/academies to account who do not meet their statutory duties for pupils who have special educational needs and/or disabilities.    We are also extremely concerned about the rising number of exclusions from both mainstream and special schools for pupils with identified special educational needs (SEN).    DfE data shows that:  1) pupils with SEN support had the highest permanent exclusion rate and were over 7 times more likely to receive a permanent exclusion than pupils with no SEN  2)pupils with an Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan or with a statement of SEN had the highest fixed period exclusion rate and were almost 7 times more likely to receive a fixed period exclusion than pupils with no SEN  3) physical assault against an adult is the most common reason for fixed period exclusion from special schools - accounting for around a third of permanent exclusions and a quarter of fixed period exclusions in 2014/15.  https://www.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data/file/539704/SFR_26_2016_text.pdf (accessed online 20/10/2017).    These figures do not reflect the 'soft' or 'informal' exclusions. The Statutory guidance “Exclusion from maintained schools, Academies and pupil referral units in England” confirms (at paragraph 13) that ‘informal’ or ‘unofficial’ exclusions, such as sending pupils home ‘to cool off’, are unlawful, regardless of whether they occur with the agreement of parents or carers. The Guidance goes on to say that any exclusion of a pupil, even for short periods of time, must be formally recorded.    The NNPCF are extremely concerned that forums are reporting an increase in 'soft' exclusions and that often these are going unrecorded. Many parents of children with SEND accept what they are told by schools and parents are being given incorrect and unlawful messages; in some cases parents accept to a reduced timetable as an alternative to a threat to permanently exclude.    Both the quantitative formal data and the qualitative informal evidence suggests that school/academies need to be held to account this cohort of children and young  people with SEND who are at risk of exclusion. The full section 5 inspection will help to reinforce the message that the decision to exclude a pupil must be lawful, reasonable and fair. Schools have a statutory duty not to discriminate against pupils on the basis of protected characteristics, such as disability or race and schools should give particular consideration to the fair treatment of pupils from groups who are vulnerable to exclusion. In these cases, section 5 teams make a final judgement and the school and its community remain ‘requires improvement’ for a further 2 years. Whereas a school with possible identical issues remains good and is able to ‘trade’ on HMCI’s badge as a ‘good school’.  This proposal suggests that there is a fifth grade of school – almost good or not quite requires improvement –we would suggest this ‘fudge’ is unacceptable.  I would urge HMCI to consider the damage that this proposal would do to the validity of Ofsted’s inspection outcomes both by publicising inspection outcomes which do not accurately inform parents of the true overall effectiveness of a school which, for two years may not be ‘good’ or which does not allow parents to accurately compare two schools where both may be Grade 3 but only one has to publish this outcome. Surely if we are in a situation where a school could be judged ‘outstanding’ HMCI should report this fact and not wait two years to do so. To do otherwise negates her remit to report without fear and favour on the effectiveness of the schools in England. The proposals run the risk in a competitive education market of parents being ill-informed about school’s effectiveness and judgements made about the use of such schools in Multi Academy Trusts and by Local Authorities as exemplification as beacons of highly effective practice.  This proposal also does not tackle the issue we face of ‘exempt’ schools. We are not clear from her recent report of the evidence of the security of old ‘outstanding’ judgements when re-inspected. The education sector, however, is clear that the exempt nature of outstanding schools does not guarantee that they remain Grade 1 and for some, who have not been inspected for 10 years or more under a handbook where the criteria to be judged ‘outstanding’ were very different, they are not carrying a comparable judgement to more recent grade 1 schools.  This suggestion replicates the issues of the previous proposal; it produces another (sixth?) grade for schools of ‘very good’ or ‘almost outstanding’, actively promotes through the Ofsted website a judgement which may not be accurate and continues to ‘badge’ a range of exempt schools which may not be a true reflection of the modern rigorous work of Ofsted. A decision to convert the inspection from Section 8 to Section 5 must not be a surprise to school leaders in the final feedback meeting.     16 The decision to convert to a full inspection on such grounds must not predetermine the Section 5 inspection outcome.     17 In keeping with the training inspectors received this year, the inspection of safeguarding must be proportionate and minor procedural issues should not routinely trigger an immediate conversion to a full inspection where the culture of safeguarding is otherwise sound. ASCL is extremely concerned that Ofsted may not yet have developed a version that school leaders would recognise as a fair and accurate reflection of the school’s situation.     4 The letter that schools awaiting conversion would receive under proposal 2 must in no way act to create undue uncertainty or suggest that the standard of education being provided might be less than acceptable. If this is not achieved, the unintended consequence undoubtedly would be to create an additional group of ‘in limbo’ schools which may undermine the confidence of parents and the local community. This risks destabilising some schools, is not in the interests of the school’s pupils and would not be acceptable to ASCL.     5 It is the association’s understanding that under current legislation the provision of ‘an acceptable standard of education’ is the key determining factor between schools which are judged to be requires improvement (and good or outstanding) and those which are inadequate. Therefore the letter schools receive must make clear the school is providing an acceptable standard of education, otherwise parents and others might incorrectly draw the conclusion that the school is being judged inadequate.     6 Under proposal 1 of the consultation schools at risk of being judged inadequate would be converted to a Section 5 inspection within 48 hours; essentially the status quo for such schools.     7 Accordingly, the letter to other schools must satisfy parents that the quality of education is acceptable or better as otherwise the inspection would have been converted immediately as indicated in paragraph 6 above. A statement which only states inspectors have been ‘unable to confirm a judgement’ is at best unhelpful and more likely will damage the reputation of the school.     8 ASCL recognises that legislation around ‘relevant inspections’ presents challenges in relation to the wording of this letter, however this must be balanced against the responsibility to report accurately and fairly to schools, parents and their local community. As noted in the consultation document, HMCI “must be satisfied that the evidence does not suggest that the school would not achieve such a grade (good or outstanding) if a Section 5 inspection were carried out.”     9 The absence of evidence indicating that the school could receive an inadequate judgement should ‘ipso facto’ be deemed sufficient to indicate the standard of education is acceptable and the school could therefore be judged good or better under a Section 5 inspection. Therefore, as noted above, the letter should make clear that the school retains the existing good judgement until the next Section 5 inspection.     10 Stating the previous judgement is unchanged as a result of the inspection and that the school is providing an acceptable standard of education will help to reassure parents, schools, pupils and the wider community about the standard of education in the school. Ofsted’s recently published strategy for 2017-22 states that “inspections must provide a fair measure of the quality of education, training and care. Judgements about that quality should be generalizable beyond the time of inspection; that is to say they should reflect the overall quality of a provider and its capacity to continue to improve.” To allow a school to continue to be ‘good’ where inspectors are not fully confident that it is in fact ‘good’ would seem to undermine this.     The proposal also creates an unfair advantage for schools who receive short inspections compared with those which received a section 5 inspection from the outset. A school which was identified on the risk register as needing a two day inspection would, if it has slipped from ‘good’, receive a changed category of ‘requires improvement’, whereas a school which has a short inspection but which is identified as having ‘slipped’ would remain ‘good’ for a period of up to two years following its short inspection. This could have a number of direct and indirect consequences for the school. Ofsted’s strategy for 2017-22 talks about “understanding the consequences” of inspection and ensuring that “judgements and grade profiles are fair”. This proposal seems to undermine these aims. This response incorporates the views expressed at these meetings.   NGA disagrees with this proposal as it would reduce clarity in the inspection regime; in effect, it would seem to create several tiers of ‘good’ school.     Ofsted’s recently published strategy for 2017-22 states that “inspections must provide a fair measure of the quality of education, training and care. Judgements about that quality should be generalizable beyond the time of inspection; that is to say they should reflect the overall quality of a provider and its capacity to continue to improve.”     Leaving aside inadequate schools, under the inspection framework schools are either: outstanding, good or requires improvement. This proposal creates a ‘nearly outstanding’ category for which there is no provision. If proposals 2 and 3 were implemented in effect the system would have a three tier good category. This would not be fair on schools and would make the system more difficult for parents to understand.  Ofsted’s strategy for 2017-22 talks about “understanding the consequences” of inspection and ensuring that “judgements and grade profiles are fair”. This proposal seems to undermine these aims. With regard to all three of the potential areas of concern, we feel it is morally appropriate for a section 5 inspection to be arranged within the timescale specified, because any of these issues would mean that the school is not doing what it should be doing for the pupils in its care, either from an academic or pastoral perspective, and would therefore be of serious concern for parents.  However, we do feel that if a decision is made to convert to a section 5 inspection on the basis of serious concerns about the quality of education, it should be clear to the school leadership what criteria have been used to make this decision, so that there are no surprises.				Colleagues had mixed opinions about this proposal.  We felt that some schools would benefit from this arrangement, whilst others would not. It could have the effect of allowing schools time to make changes to show that they are ‘good’, as long as they are able to show the inspector that they have a robust strategic improvement plan and the capacity to turn things around within 1 to 2 years, and that the school is doing all it can to improve things. This would also give time for any changes to have had a measurable impact.  In addition, the current system of immediately converting to a 2-day inspection at the end of the first day does not give the new set of inspectors enough time to prepare for the full inspection and gain a full understanding of all the data and information about the school – this risks not providing a fair representation of the school.  However, we also had some concerns that if the short inspection concludes that the school isn’t really ‘good’ and needs more time to prove this, then this could eliminate the RI judgement, which can actually be quite a strong lever for school improvement, including through access to certain funding that is only available to RI schools. We have concerns that if this approach did lead to the removal of the RI judgement, what would then be the criteria for funding for school-to-school support?  We also had some concerns that although, in principle, it would be good for most schools to have some further time to demonstrate they were ‘good’ (as long as they were at the top end of the RI judgement), a year or two is a long time in a child’s education and probably too long to wait if the school isn’t performing as it should. Some colleagues therefore suggested that perhaps a period of 6 months might be an alternative.				Again, colleagues were split in their opinions on this final proposal.  Those colleagues who agreed with the proposal felt that if a school was almost at ‘outstanding’ (i.e. at the very top of the good judgement), it would be helpful to be left with some pointers for areas of improvement that the inspectors would expect to see addressed next time and which would confirm an outstanding judgement. It was also felt that 2 years would allow any changes to be made and to show a measurable impact on pupil outcomes. It was also felt that this might be better for schools than the current situation when they might be told at the end of day one they are on track for an outstanding judgement, only to be told at the end of the (converted) second day they remain good – this can be quite a negative situation for schools and a knock to staff.  However, colleagues who disagreed with the proposal felt that, for a school which is really consistently good and has enough evidence to prove it is outstanding, to have to wait possibly up to 2 more years for a section 5 inspection would put too much pressure on the school. These colleagues suggested that it might be better to convert to a section 5 within a term or 6 months at the longest.   These colleagues made the point that we want these great schools to be really confident about sharing their capacity and expertise in order to support improvement across the whole system, but that this approach to waiting for such a long time might make these same schools hoard their own expertise in an effort to ensure they get their outstanding judgement next time around. In this way, this proposal as it stands risks dis-incentivising system level working. Our response to the consultation on short inspections of good schools is set out below.  We approach the questions in the order that they were asked in the consultation document.    NAHT is positive about short inspection.  This approach to the inspection of ‘good’ schools is more proportionate, allowing inspectors to determine that there are no grounds to indicate that the quality of education provided by the school has declined to any significant extent, and that safeguarding procedures and the management of pupil’s behaviour remain sound.    NAHT supports the proposal that Ofsted should continue to convert a short inspection to a section 5 inspection within a maximum period of 48 hours where inspectors have serious concerns about the quality of education, safeguarding procedures or the behaviour of pupils.    It is NAHT’s strong view that conversion to section 5 within 48 hours should take place in all circumstances where inspectors conducting a section 8 short inspection of a ‘good’ school consider that the school may have crossed an inspection grade boundary.		Strongly disagree		NAHT understands, and is sympathetic to, Ofsted’s difficulties in managing the cost and efficient use of ‘stand by’ additional inspectors to service scheduled short inspections of ‘good’ schools that convert.  We can see why Ofsted is attracted to the proposed inspection letter setting out strengths and weaknesses of a school, and then leaving the school to be inspected until a later date under section 5, within the maximum permitted interval for inspection.  The proposal is focused on making the model more workable for Ofsted.    However, this is not in best interests of school leaders and teachers, pupils or parents.  For the reasons set out below NAHT is strongly opposed to the proposal.     Ofsted’s primary duty in relation to schools is to inspect and report on the quality of education provided by a school.  The purpose of a short inspection of a good school is to determine whether the maximum permitted interval for the inspection of that school should be reset.      The proposal fails to discharge that duty.  An inspection letter of the type described in the proposal will always be equivocal.  As a result Ofsted would introduce an unofficial fifth judgement, that falls somewhere between good and requires improvement.      However coded the language used by inspectors in their letter, this ‘good-ish’ judgement will weigh heavily on schools, teachers and school leaders.  Schools may wait two to three years for their next section 5 inspection.  Local authorities, trusts, and governing boards will struggle to understand what it means.  The consequences of the inspection letter are likely to be an increase in the burden and workload on school leaders and teachers, directly resulting from a non-judgement.  Given the known potential for Ofsted to drive a whole range of unintended behaviours, NAHT is very concerned that a foreseeable consequence of this proposal is its propensity to add a further layer of complexity to the already established high stakes, punitive accountability system.      NAHT’s view is that parents will be confused by this additional judgement.  The implication of an inspection letter will be that a school is no longer good, and may be at risk of decline, impacting on pupil and teacher recruitment.  Schools already face acute problems recruiting teachers, with 67 per cent of our members telling us that they struggled to recruit.   Our evidence shows that lower performing schools struggle more to attract new staff.  Rather than aiding schools, the non-judgement risks hampering improvement.    Ofsted’s management data also shows how some schools will be treated unfairly if the proposal were to be taken forward.  Not all schools which receive a converted inspection declined.  Leaving aside those that improved to ‘outstanding’, a third of converted short inspections resulted in a school remaining good.  This has been the outcome in 374 short inspections that converted since September 2015.      This data demonstrates the shortcomings of the proposal.  If adopted it is an inevitable result that some schools will fall under a cloud of uncertainty for no better reason than that inspectors were unable to come to a judgement within the timeframe available.  Parents will be needlessly concerned, leaders and teachers will be placed under entirely avoidable stress and anxiety, and scarce resources may be squandered.  Such a judgement could easily undermine a ‘good’ school.    More broadly, this proposal also risks undermining Ofsted’s credibility with parents.  Its role is to report unequivocally on the quality of education provided by a school to the Secretary of State, Parliament and the wider public.  The proposal does not deliver against that test.		Strongly disagree		NAHT reiterates our position set out in question two, as the same principles apply.      Where a school has improved to the point where it may have crossed an Ofsted grade boundary, it is incumbent upon inspectors to weigh and evaluate the relevant evidence and to come to a judgement.    Given the implications of the current ‘outstanding’ judgement’ for the careers of school leaders and teachers, the potential impact on teacher recruitment, and the impact on the wider community that the school serves, it is not in the best interests of the school, parents or pupils for that judgement to be ‘reserved’ until such time as a section 5 inspection could be arranged, which could mean a wait of as long as two or three years, depending on Ofsted’s selection of schools for inspection in order to meet statutory requirements.    The school system and parents deserve clarity about Ofsted’s view on the quality of education provided by a school, and in these cases, it is only fair that school leaders and teachers receive a timely judgement. However, there are serious concerns about the fairness and natural justice of a system which would give ‘good’ schools up to two years to avoid being judged requires improvement; where a school with an existing Grade 3 judgement would not have the same leniency applied or time given to address, possibly very similar, improvements.  The proposals suggest that Ofsted feels there is something ‘special’ about a G2 judgement which requires that schools so judged, are given opportunities which a G3 school would not get at the end of their section 5 inspection. In these cases, section 5 teams make a final judgement and the school and its community remain ‘requires improvement’ for a further 2 years. Disagree		Trustees of ODST note that there are similar concerns with this proposal about inaccurate reporting and information for parents, albeit with less potential damage to children’s education. Surely if we are in a situation where a school could be judged ‘outstanding’ HMCI should report this fact and not wait two years to do so. To do otherwise negates her remit to report without fear and favour on the effectiveness of the schools in England. The proposals run the risk in a competitive education market of parents being ill-informed about school’s effectiveness and judgements made about the use of such schools in Multi Academy Trusts and by Local Authorities as exemplification as beacons of highly effective practice. This proposal also does not tackle the issue we face of ‘exempt’ schools. We are not clear from her recent report of the evidence of the security of old ‘outstanding’ judgements when reinspected. The education sector, however, is clear that the exempt nature of outstanding schools does not guarantee that they remain Grade 1 and for some, who have not been inspected for 10 years or more under a handbook where the criteria to be judged ‘outstanding’ were very different, they are not carrying a comparable judgement to more recent grade 1 schools. This suggestion replicates the issues of the previous proposal; it produces another (sixth?) grade for schools of ‘very good’ or ‘almost outstanding’, actively promotes through the Ofsted website a judgement which may not be accurate and continues to ‘badge’ a range of exempt schools which may not be a true reflection of the modern rigorous work of Ofsted. We feel that an unintended consequence is disproportionately more schools falling into this new ‘not sure if it’s yet good’ category. Even if inspectors give clear guidance on what is needed to be improved, the high stakes nature of this would lead to additional stress during the unknown timescales. This is very unhealthy and likely to be counterproductive.  Linked to this is the glass ceiling many heads feel already exists for schools serving deprived catchments. Already there is a disproportionately large number of Grade 3 and 4 schools in more deprived areas and similar higher percentages of outstanding schools where there is less deprivation. We would worry that a ‘not fully confident’ grade would be given out to more schools in challenging areas than elsewhere.  A second point relates to parents, who understandably view ofsted judgements more simplistically. Parents would simply see the new grade as ‘not good enough’, with the documented harm that this would bring.  If not a short inspection and immediate conversion, then the seven day turnaround is the next best option; not this added level of extended uncertainty please.  Please keep to the original spirit and success of the short inspections. If ‘risky’ schools are being filtered out at the outset (by having a full inspection) this should remove the logistical difficulty of keeping inspectors on standby because most inspections would remain short. Please don’t tinker as we feel this will create more unintended, unpopular consequences than solutions. My decision to leave teaching was not made lightly and was possibly one of the hardest decisions I have made in my working career. That said the profession became unbearable and after loosing a Headteacher to retirement it only became worse. I know that leadership and vision takes high priority and if that if one area of that is weak that can be catastrophic for any school. I spent 13 years at St John's C of E Primary School in Walsall Wood, West Midlands and saw, felt and embraced many changes. The last two years there I saw changes that I could no longer embrace or adhere too as they were not best for the children of St John's in any way shape or form. Whilst the data appears to be of standard and they currently hold an outstanding ofsted status this is not a true reflection of the school and the standard it should maintain or furthermore exceed! My final decision to leave was made after discovering that St John's were to become a teacher school for other schools within the Walsall Borough. This meaning that expert teaching would be removed from the classrooms leaving Teaching Assistants doing the teacher on a daily basis each week. I voice my concerns then and now. This is detrimental to learning. That's not to say that the TAs don't have a worth because my life they do but expertly trained teaching staff should be teaching the children that are already falling behind due to constant disruption from children with behaviour problems or the LAC children whose lives are in turmoil. I firmly believe that structure and boundaries are paramount and never knowing who is teaching them is setting them up to fail.     The short inspection will only add to oversights in my professional opinion and may I use this opportunity to say that parents would far more welcome spot check inspections to gain a real understanding of what really goes on daily in schools for their children.   I have two daughters who both attended St John's C of E Primary School and had fantastic schooling that was second to none. Would I send them to that school now. No I certainly would not. The learning is disruptive and test taught not what I believe any child should have to be put through. My belief is to embed learning we have to engage pupils from the time they step through the door and make their learning journey an adventurous, enjoyable and exciting one.  We need to be visionary and set standards that are high but reachable when stretched. Nor do a make do and teach to a testing system that is unfair anyhow. Our current membership is in excess of 85,000 arent carers. These parent carers representatives link into the regional Parent Carer Forum Networks. The NNPCF Steering Group has where possible worked within their regions to gather evidence to support our response to this consultation. We believe that our response helps to identify the most common experiences and views of Parent Carers of children and young people SEND (birth-25).    As parents and carers of children and young people with SEND we are concerned that the quality of education, behaviour and safeguarding varies greatly both across the 9 regions of the country and within each region/local authority area.  We strongly believe that Ofsted Inspection framework should be used to raise standards for all children and young people and to hold schools/academies to account who do not meet their statutory duties for pupils who have special educational needs and/or disabilities.    We are also extremely concerned about the rising number of exclusions from both mainstream and special schools for pupils with identified special educational needs (SEN).    DfE data shows that:  1) pupils with SEN support had the highest permanent exclusion rate and were over 7 times more likely to receive a permanent exclusion than pupils with no SEN  2)pupils with an Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan or with a statement of SEN had the highest fixed period exclusion rate and were almost 7 times more likely to receive a fixed period exclusion than pupils with no SEN  3) physical assault against an adult is the most common reason for fixed period exclusion from special schools - accounting for around a third of permanent exclusions and a quarter of fixed period exclusions in 2014/15.  https://www.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data/file/539704/SFR_26_2016_text.pdf (accessed online 20/10/2017).    These figures do not reflect the 'soft' or 'informal' exclusions. The Statutory guidance “Exclusion from maintained schools, Academies and pupil referral units in England” confirms (at paragraph 13) that ‘informal’ or ‘unofficial’ exclusions, such as sending pupils home ‘to cool off’, are unlawful, regardless of whether they occur with the agreement of parents or carers. The Guidance goes on to say that any exclusion of a pupil, even for short periods of time, must be formally recorded.    The NNPCF are extremely concerned that forums are reporting an increase in 'soft' exclusions and that often these are going unrecorded. Many parents of children with SEND accept what they are told by schools and parents are being given incorrect and unlawful messages; in some cases parents accept to a reduced timetable as an alternative to a threat to permanently exclude.    Both the quantitative formal data and the qualitative informal evidence suggests that school/academies need to be held to account this cohort of children and young  people with SEND who are at risk of exclusion. The full section 5 inspection will help to reinforce the message that the decision to exclude a pupil must be lawful, reasonable and fair. Schools have a statutory duty not to discriminate against pupils on the basis of protected characteristics, such as disability or race and schools should give particular consideration to the fair treatment of pupils from groups who are vulnerable to exclusion. We would therefore like to see more guidance and exemplification for the thresholds at which safeguarding or behaviour are deemed inadequate so that there is consistency in the decision reached to convert to section 5.		Strongly disagree		I have serious concerns about the fairness and natural justice of a system which would give ‘good’ schools up to two years to avoid being judged requires improvement; where a school with an existing Grade 3 judgement would not have the same leniency applied or time given to address, possibly very similar, improvements.   The proposals suggest that Ofsted feels there is something ‘special’ about a G2 judgement which requires that schools so judged, are given opportunities which a G3 school would not get at the end of their section 5 inspection. In these cases, section 5 teams make a final judgement and the school and its community remain ‘requires improvement’ for a further 2 years. Whereas a school with possible identical issues remains good and is able to ‘trade’ on HMCI’s badge as a ‘good school’.  This proposal suggests that there is a fifth grade of school – almost good or not quite requires improvement –we would suggest this ‘fudge’ is unacceptable.  I would urge HMCI to consider the damage that this proposal would do to the validity of Ofsted’s inspection outcomes both by publicising inspection outcomes which do not accurately inform parents of the true overall effectiveness of a school which, for two years may not be ‘good’ or which does not allow parents to accurately compare two schools where both may be Grade 3 but only one has to publish this outcome.		Strongly disagree		I note that there are similar concerns with this proposal about inaccurate reporting and information for parents, albeit with less potential damage to children’s education.  Surely if we are in a situation where a school could be judged ‘outstanding’ HMCI should report this fact and not wait two years to do so. To do otherwise negates her remit to report without fear and favour on the effectiveness of the schools in England. The proposals run the risk in a competitive education market of parents being ill-informed about school’s effectiveness and judgements made about the use of such schools in Multi Academy Trusts and by Local Authorities as exemplification as beacons of highly effective practice.  This proposal also does not tackle the issue we face of ‘exempt’ schools. We are not clear from her recent report of the evidence of the security of old ‘outstanding’ judgements when re-inspected. The education sector, however, is clear that the exempt nature of outstanding schools does not guarantee that they remain Grade 1 and for some, who have not been inspected for 10 years or more under a handbook where the criteria to be judged ‘outstanding’ were very different, they are not carrying a comparable judgement to more recent grade 1 schools.
