	The Operator provided a Site Condition Report (SCR) at the time the original application was made including a baseline intrusive report.  Drawings were also provided by the Operator and reviewed and accepted by the Environment Agency at the application stage.

	The reports by Norwest Holst and Weeks Consulting contain all the details on the site history, pollution, desk study data, conceptual site model, intrusive investigations, background data collection (soil and groundwater) pre PPC permitting in relation to the installation site area.

	The Environment Agency determined that the Installation originally comprised a Section 5.1 A(1)(c) scheduled activity for the incineration of non-hazardous waste.  The main activity is to burn municipal waste and to recover energy.  The plant has a design capacity of 7 tonnes per hour and generates approximately 3MWe of electricity.



	3.0(a) Environmental Risk Assessment

	The H1 environmental risk assessment should identify elements that could impact on land and waters, cross- referenced back to documents and plans provided as part of the wider permit application.



	The Environment Agency reviewed the Operator's environmental risk assessment (H1) including the potential for environmental impact from emissions to air and water.  The H1 was reviewed at the time of the original permit determination and accepted as satisfactory.  An Improvement Programme was set within the original permit to ensure that the identified required improvements were undertaken over specified timescales at the installation.



	3.0(b) Will the pollution prevention measures protect land and groundwater?

	Are the activities likely to result in pollution of land?

	Conditions were set within the permit to ensure all plant, equipment and technical operations were in good working condition.  It was concluded that there was little likelihood of pollution arising from the operation of the installation provided that it was operated and maintained correctly.  There were no direct discharges of hazardous substances or non-hazardous pollutants to groundwater from the site.


	For dangerous and/or hazardous substances only, are the pollution prevention measures for the relevant activities to a standard that is likely to prevent pollution of land?

	Annual surveys were required and was included within the site EMS.  The EMS also stated the requirements around storage and handling of wastes, accident prevention and control.

The land to be partially surrendered is to the rear of the energy from waste facility and is approximately 1,600m3.  A revised site plan is included within the permit.  It has not been used for any activity and has remained ‘green field’ land since the lease of the land in 2002.



	9.0 Reference data and remediation (where relevant)

	Has the applicant provided details of any surrender reference data that they have collected and any remediation that they have undertaken?

	10.0a and 10b Statement of site condition

	Has the applicant provided a statement, backed up with evidence, confirming that the permitted activities have ceased, decommissioning works are complete and that pollution risk has been removed and that the land and waters at the site are in a satisfactory state?

	Whilst the partial surrender has removed land from the installation permitted boundary, it is still in control of the same operator under a waste transfer station permit.  This means that it will have to be fully surrendered in the future when the current waste transfer station operations cease to operate.  The land was not used for any potentially polluting activities whilst incorporated within the installation boundary.  Therefore, in conclusion the Environment Agency consider there is no requirement for decommissioning and/or remedial works to be completed before the surrender of this parcel of land.
