Process, eligibility and guidance

If the concept bid is accepted, it is not a guarantee that the subsequent full project proposal will be accepted for funding; it signals the Programme Board’s interest in receiving more details about the proposed project. The Programme Board may accept or reject concepts and full proposals at each stage of the Call for Proposals process.
