EXPORT OF PRIMATES FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM TO CHILE
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The Notes for Guidance NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7656EHC and its continuation part, 7656EHC CON. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7656EHC & 7656EHC CON. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

Export health certificate 7656EHC and 7656 EHC CON may be used for the export of primates from the United Kingdom to Chile.
2. 
IMPORT PERMIT
An import permit must have been obtained from the Chilean Authorities (Ministry of Agriculture & Stockfarming Service- SAG) and must be attached to the export health certificate.

CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN(OV)
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government, Welsh Government, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.
A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the issuing office, in GB – Animal and Plant Health Agency - Centre for International Trade (APHA –CIT) in Carlisle and in the case of Northern Ireland to the local DARD office within seven days of signing.
The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.
5.
IDENTIFICATION

The animal to be exported must be individually identified by means of an ISO-compliant microchip, and the microchip type, its number and its site of implantation must be recorded at paragraph I of the certificate.  In addition all other details in paragraph I must be completed.
6.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

Official Veterinarians may certify paragraphs IV(d)and(e)on behalf of the Department on their own authority on the basis of their own knowledge of the zoo or wildlife park. If necessary a written statement from another Veterinarian should be obtained to support this. Alternatively advice should be sought from APHA-CIT, Carlisle or DARD.

7. 
RESIDENCE REQUIREMENTS
Paragraph IV(a)refers.  This paragraph can be certified on the basis of a written declaration from the exporter and further enquiries that the certifying veterinarian consider appropriate.  The CITES certificate/permit can be taken as proof that the animal has not been caught in the wild.

PREMISES DISEASE CLEARANCE, VACCINES AND MONITORING
Paragraph IV(b),(c),(d),(e),(f), (j) and (m) refer. The OV should certify these paragraphs on the basis of personal knowledge of the premises of origin, supported by laboratory reports, pathological examinations and other records as appropriate.  If the OV does not have personal knowledge of the premises he/she must obtain a written support statement from another veterinarian who does have such knowledge.

HEALTH INFORMATION

Individual health records including details of all vaccinations, tests and treatments performed during the last two years or since birth of each animal, must be attached to the veterinary certificate.  Details of animal vaccinations should also be recorded in the table in the certificate continuation part 7656 EHC CON.

TUBERCULOSIS TEST
Paragraphs IV(k)(i)and IV(k)(ii)refers. The widely accepted tuberculin test in primates is the skin test using human PPD (the Mantoux test).  The injection must consist of 0.1 ml of tuberculin at a concentration of 100 units per ml, injected into the eyelid.  However for very small species such as marmosets and tamarins the test should be performed in the abdominal skin or inner thigh rather than the eyelid. A 1 ml tuberculin syringe and 3/8 inch 27 gauge needle is appropriate. The needle is inserted (bevel up) just under the skin in the upper eyelid, close to its margin. A positive reaction consists of oedema of the lid with redness. The extent of the reaction is immaterial. A positive reaction will usually begin to appear after 16 hours and may persist for 72 hours depending on its severity. The test should be read by scrutiny (further restraint should not be necessary) on three successive days following inoculation. In early infections the animal may not react. In advanced cases of tuberculosis, the tuberculin may result in systemic reaction. The OV must be aware that this Tuberculin is not licensed for use in primates, and the owner should be advised that the use of any product out-with the data sheet can entail a risk of adverse reactions. 
Gamma interferon test (Primagam). This test is currently not undertaken by any official laboratories in the UK. The OV / exporter will therefore need to source testing from a private lab.
OVs may choose to use any lab that is able to provide this testing facility, APHA are in no way approving or promoting a particular laboratory for this purpose.

PRIMATE PATHOGEN TESTS -  HEPATITIS B VIRUS 
Paragraph IV(k)(iii),refers. Hepatitis B Virus is encountered occasionally in the United Kingdom, generally associated with the macaque species. There is no national reporting system for the virus in non-human primates. The appropriate sample is at least 0.5 ml of serum or plasma. The samples must be sent to: Blood Borne Virus Unit, Virus Reference Department, Public Health England(PHE), Centre for Infections, 61 Colindale Avenue, London, NW9 5HT. OVs are advised to contact the laboratory prior to sending the samples by telephoning 020 8327 6222.
12.
SALMONELLA, SHIGELLA AND YERSINIA TESTING  

Paragraph IV(k)(iv) refers.  Samples must be submitted to a Government authorised laboratory APHA laboratory might not be able to accept bacteriological samples from primates because of the potential health and safety/zoonotic implications related to handling specimens from primates.  The Public Health England (PHE) laboratories may be better equipped to handle samples from primates.  Details of the local PHE laboratory can be found on the PHE website http://www.gov.uk/government/collections/public-health-laboratories  

Before submitting samples for testing, OVs should contact the laboratory to enable appropriate arrangements to be made, to obtain necessary advice about handling samples.

13.
PARASITE TREATMENTS
Paragraph (IV)(l) refers.  Two treatments for internal and external parasites.  The last external parasite treatment must be given 15 days prior to export.  If the products do not have a valid UK licence marketing authorisation for the species concerned, the OV may use his/her clinical judgement to operate the ‘cascade principle’. The OV must be aware that the use of a pharmaceutical preparation ‘off data sheet’ may entail a risk and owner of the animal should be aware of this risk and their agreement obtained before the substance is used.  

14.
EXPORTER DECLARATIONS FOR RESIDENCY AND TRANSPORT
Paragraphs IV(a) and (o) refer.  Signed declaration(s) should be provided to enable certifying these paragraphs.  The declaration should include a clause indicating that the signatory is aware that making a false declaration is an offence.
In this instance, paragraph IV(o) refers to the vehicle used to transport the animal(s) to the airport for onward transport to Chile has been cleared and disinfected.
15.
C.I.T.E.S

This certificate does not provide exemption from other legislation laid down for the protection or conservation of certain wild species, e.g. the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species (C.I.T.E.S.). WELFARE DURING TRAVEL
Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation EC 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland.

Exporters must comply with the UK welfare laws relating to the export of animals. If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards.
