VETERINARY CERTIFICATE FOR THE EXPORT OF PARTULA SNAILS TO FRENCH POLYNESIA 
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE EXPORTER AND CERTIFYING OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN
1.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), The Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Assembly Government, Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to Carlisle SSC within seven days of issue. The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

IMPORT PERMIT

Prior to making arrangements to export, exporters are advised to contact the veterinary authorities of French Polynesia for up to date information on requirements for import documentation and permits.

Health information
Paragraph IV b) may be certified on the basis of a declaration from

the breeder or conservationist. Pasteurisation means subjecting the substrate to a heat treatment of at least 72o C for at least 15 seconds. This is deemed to confer a pathogen-free status to the substrate in relation to pathogens of relevance to the snails.
