EXPORT OF GORILLAS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO GABON

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 5179EHC may be used for the export of Gorillas from Great Britain to Gabon.

2.
IDENTIFICATION


If the animals to be exported cannot be individually identified by 
means of a tattoo, microchip or full description, the transport 
container should be sealed with a tamperproof seal. The seal number 
should be entered at paragraph II under the heading ‘identification’. 
The transporter should be instructed that the seal should not be 
broken before the arrival at the premises of destination unless the 
welfare of the animals is at risk or under the instructions of the 
authorities of the country of destination

3.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

Official Veterinarians may certify paragraph IV(b)on behalf 

of the Department provided written authority to do so has been 

obtained from the local Animal Health Office on form 618NDC.

USE OF VETERINARY MEDICINES IN EXOTIC SPECIES

Official veterinarian’s should exercise due care in administering medicinal products, including vaccines outwith the recommendation of the data sheet and should seek the manufacturer’s advice as appropriate. Official veterinarian’s are advised to obtain the written consent of the owner/exporter before administering products outwith the data sheet.

6.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should affix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with LVI stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.

7.
TRANSPORT CONTAINERS


If travelling by air the transport containers should meet 
International Air Transport Association standards. Details of these 
standards may be obtained by contacting the International Air 
Transport Association directly or by consulting the local Divisional 
Veterinary Manager or Animal Welfare Division, Page Street at the 
address below.

DISCLAIMER

The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on 
the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, the exporter should contact the International Animal Health Division at the address given below.
