EXPORT OF REINDEER FROM UNITED KINGDOM TO THE ISLE OF MAN
NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF OFFICIAL VETERINARIANS AND EXPORTERS 
IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OVs) and exporters and should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7515EHC.  These Notes for Guidance (NFG) are not intended to operate as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7515EHC. 

Exporters are strongly advised to verify the requirements of the importing country by contacting the veterinary authorities in the Isle of Man in advance of each consignment. 
Associated Documents: 7515EHC

1. Scope of the certificate
Export health certificate 7515EHC may be used for the export of reindeer from the United Kingdom to the Isle of Man.

Movement of deer species should be reported using the AML 24 form.

2. Identification

The animal (reindeer) must have an identification number consisting of “UK” followed by herd registration number and the individual animal ID 
number, for example “UK AB1234 000001”. The number must be visible.

3. Brucellosis/Tuberculosis
Paragraph V (c) refers. Animals originate from a holding which no case of brucellosis or tuberculosis has been recorded in the previous 42 days.  The Official Veterinarian must obtain a written declaration from the owner/exporter with regard to the assurances in this paragraph and must make due enquiries as to the validity of this declaration.

Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)
An Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed to the appropriate panel for export purposes by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, the Welsh Government - Department for Rural Affairs may sign the export health certificate.
OVs should affix the “Official Veterinarian” stamp to the certificate in the normal manner in any ink colour other than black.

A certified copy of the signed EHC must be faxed or emailed to SSC – Exports, Carlisle on the same day of issue.
