NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER



Scope of the certificate
1.
This certificate may be used for the export of pet birds (excluding 
poultry) to Italy  Poultry are defined in Council Directive 
90/539/EEC as fowl, turkeys, guinea fowl, ducks, geese, quail, 
pheasants, partridges and ratites.


Identification
2.
When the space in the bird identification section of the certificate 
is insufficient to accommodate details of all birds in the 
consignment, a separate schedule may be used to identify the birds 
certified. This schedule must contain the same information as that 
required in the identification section of the certificate, which 
should be annotated “see attached schedule”. The certifying OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN must 
draw a line under the last entry and sign, date and affix the OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN 
stamp in a colour other than black on each page of the schedule and 
under the last entry, in order to prevent the unauthorised addition 
of more entries. The pages of the schedule must be firmly stapled to 
the export health certificate and each referenced with the reference 
number of the particular export health certificate at the top right-
hand corner. The corners of each sheet should be turned over, 
‘fanned’ and stamped with the OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN stamp. If sex and age of the birds 
are known they should be entered in the certificate or schedule.


Clinical inspection
3.
The inspection at paragraph IV a) must be carried out within 24 hours of 
the intended date of export.   


Notifiable Disease Clearance
4.
The certification contained in paragraph IV b) may be signed on 
behalf of the Department provided the OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN is in receipt of written 
authority (Form EC 618) which will be sent to the OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN within 10 days 
before shipment.


Return of copy of the export health certificate
5.
A copy of this certificate must be sent to the local Divisional 
Veterinary Manager (DVM) within 7 days of the certificate’s issue.


Disclaimer
6.
The Department disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter 
with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is 
provided on the basis of information available at the time and may 
not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing 


country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate 
against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the 
competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, 
the exporter should contact the International Trade Unit 
at the address given below.


Welfare of Animals
7.
Exporters should be reminded that they must comply with the British 
laws relating to the welfare of animals. If the birds are being 
transported by air, the relevant standards of the International Air 
Transport Association (IATA) must be met. Information about the 
necessary requirements (e.g. cage sizes, construction etc.) may be
