EXPORT OF LABORATORY RODENTS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO JAPAN

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

1. SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 6441EHC may be used for the export of laboratory rodents from Great Britain to Japan. 

2. CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within seven days of issue. OVs should keep a copy for record purposes.

3. PARAGRAPH IV(1) AND (2)

Paragraph IV(1) and (2) should be signed on the basis of familiarity with the procedures in the establishment and on examination of relevant records including commercial documentation and/or official certification.

4. DECLARATION

Paragraph IV(3) refers. OVs should obtain a written declaration from the person responsible for the premises where rodents are kept. OVs should retain the declaration for record purposes.

5. Notification System

Upon arrival into Japan a written notification showing details of the animals such as their species, name and quantity, should be submitted to the destination quarantine station of the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare. The notification form should be accompanied by health certificate 6441EHC issued by Defra. The quarantine station will issue a notification receipt to the consignee after a satisfactory inspection of all documents presented.

On completion of the inspection at the customs, concerning compliance with other regulations, the animals are authorised to enter Japan.

6. DISCLAIMER
The Defra disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If these do not match, the exporter should contact the International Animal Health Division at the address given below. 

7. WELFARE

Exporters are advised that animals must be transported in accordance with Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Vehicles and transport arrangements which conform to the requirements of the Welfare of Animals (Transport) Order 1998 meet the standards set out in Council Directive 91/628/EEC.
