EXPORT OF MONKEYS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO ZOO PREMISES IN KAZAKHSTAN

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND THE EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE

Export health certificate 6228EHC may be used for the export of 

monkeys from Great Britain to zoo premises in Kazakhstan.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN

This certificate must be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, 

The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or 

The National Assembly for Wales, who is on the appropriate panel for 
export purposes.  OVs should apply the official veterinarian stamp

to the certificate in the normal manner.   The stamp and signature 

must be made in ink of any colour other than black.
3.
IDENTIFICATION

If the animals to be exported cannot be individually identified,


the transport containers should be sealed with uniquely numbered 
tamperproof seals. The seal numbers should be entered at paragraph 
I under the heading ‘identification’. But note that it is not 
necessary to quote a seal number in cases where the animals are 
uniquely identified. The transporter should be instructed that the 
seals should not be broken before the arrival of the animals at the 
premises of destination unless the welfare of the animals is at risk 
or under the instruction of the authorities of the country of 
destination.

4.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

Official veterinarians may certify paragraphs IV (b), (c), and (e) on behalf of the Department, provided written authority to do so has been obtained from the local Animal Health Office on form 618NDC.

Paragraph IV (d) should be certified by the OV, after making due enquiry and on the basis of the OVs knowledge of the premises of origin.

5.
EXAMINATION

Paragraph IV (a) refers.  The health examination is limited to 
external evidence of ill health or disease, and laboratory or 

clinical tests are not required.

6.
PARASITE TREATMENT

Paragraph IV (f) refers.  If there are no available products 

licensed specifically for use on monkeys, OVs should 

demonstrate due care in administering medicinal products outwith the 

recommendations of the data sheet, and should seek the manufacturer’s 

advice as appropriate.  OVs are advised to obtain the written 

consent of the owner/exporter before administering products outwith

the data sheet.  No time limit is specified in the Kazakhstan 

import conditions, but it is recommended that the treatment should 

take place within 7 days prior to export.

7.
DISINFECTION OF VEHICLES
Paragraph IV (g) refers.  Vehicles must be disinfected before 


the container(s) are loaded for transport, using a DEFRA approved 


disinfectant. Disinfectants are approved under the Diseases of 
Animals (Approved Disinfectants) Order 1978 (as amended).  The list contains over 200 brands of disinfectant approved on the basis of their efficacy against certain viruses.  The general list of 

disinfectants is the appropriate one.   DEFRA approved disinfectants carry a statement on the container, and other references to their approval may be found in their data sheets or label instructions.   If the containers are new, unused and clean, it will not be mandatory to disinfect them but, if they are to be disinfected, the same advice applies as for the vehicles. 

8.
RETURN OF COPY CERTIFICATE TO THE DIVISIONAL VETERINARY MANAGER

A copy of the completed and signed health certificate must be returned to
the issuing office within 7 days of signing.

9.
WELFARE INFORMATION

Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation EC 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland.

Exporters must comply with the UK welfare laws relating to the export of animals. If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards.
