EXPORT RATS/MICE FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO KUWAIT

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER
1. 
SCOPE

Certificate 4940EHC may be used to accompany rats/mice to Kuwait. It is necessary to obtain an import permit from the Deputy Director General, Animal and Fish Resources, PO Box 21422, 13075 Safat. Exporters are advised to check that the conditions of the permit are met by the export health certificate. If there are any discrepancies, exporters should contact the Local Divisional Veterinary Manager or the Internationl Animal Health Division, Page Street. (Tel No:0207 904 6000).

2.
COMPLETION OF CERTIFICATE
The health certificate should be signed and stamped with an official OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN stamp in ink of any colour other than black.

3.
RETURN COPY OF CERTIFICATE TO ANIMAL HEALTH DIVISIONAL OFFICE

A copy of the completed and signed health certificate must be sent to 
the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within 7 days of signing.

4.
WELFARE AND TRANSPORTATION

Exporters should be reminded that they must comply with the British 
welfare laws relating to the export of livestock. Animals should be 
crated in accordance with International Air Transport Association 
(IATA) Regulations. Information about the necessary requirements may
