EXPORT OF PRIMATES FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM TO THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA
HEALTH CERTIFICATE - NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7794EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7794EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
Scope of the certificate.


This certificate is for the export of primates from the United Kingdom to the Republic of Macedonia.
2. 
Import Permit

An import permit must have been obtained from the International Trade and Certification Food and Veterinary Agency, Macedonia and must be attached to the export health certificate. 
3.
Completion of certificate
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government, Welsh Government, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary (OCQ(V))authorisation. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK. 
A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to 

AHPHA Centre for International Trade in Carlisle or DARD within seven days of export.
4.
Clinical inspection

The inspection at paragraph 1(a) must be carried out before the intended time of export and on the same day that the export health certificate is signed. 
5.
Tuberculosis testing
Paragraph 1(b) refers. Tuberculosis testing should be carried during the 30 day pre-export quarantine period.  The import conditions do not specify the type of testing preferred by the Macedonian Authorities. The widely accepted tuberculin test in primates is the skin test using human PPD (the Mantoux test).  The injection must consist of 0.1 ml of tuberculin at a concentration of 100 units per ml, injected into the eyelid.  However for very small species such as marmosets and tamarins the test should be performed in the abdominal skin or inner thigh rather than the eyelid. A 1 ml tuberculin syringe and 3/8 inch 27 gauge needle is appropriate. The needle is inserted (bevel up) just under the skin in the upper eyelid, close to its margin. A positive reaction consists of oedema of the lid with redness. The extent of the reaction is immaterial. A positive reaction will usually begin to appear after 16 hours and may persist for 72 hours depending on its severity. The test should be read by scrutiny (further restraint should not be necessary) on three successive days following inoculation. In early infections a skin reaction may not be detected.  In advanced cases of tuberculosis, the tuberculin may result in systemic reaction. The OV must be aware that tuberculin is not licensed for use in primates, and the owner should be advised that the use of any product out-with the data sheet can entail a risk of adverse reactions. 
6.
Official Restrictions on the Animal(s)
Paragraph 1(a) refers: Official Veterinarians may certify paragraph 1(a) regarding official restrictions on the animal(s) on behalf of the Department on the basis of their own knowledge of the premises / holding involved or on the basis of certification provided by another veterinarian. If this is not possible, the OV may certify this paragraph provided written authority to do so has been obtained from the Animal and Plant Health Agency, Centre for International Trade, Carlisle or DARD on form 618NDC.
7.        Exporter’s Declaration – Residency
Paragraph 1(a) refers.  A signed declaration should be provided with breeding or movement records as necessary to enable certification of this paragraph.  The declaration should include a clause indicating that the signatory is aware that making a false declaration is an offence. 

8.    Notifiable Disease Clearance - Rabies

Official Veterinarians may certify paragraph 1(c) on behalf of the Department on the basis of their own knowledge of the premises / holding involved or on the basis of certification provided by another veterinarian. If this is not possible, the OV may certify this paragraph provided written authority to do so has been obtained from the Animal and Plant Health Agency, Centre for International Trade, Carlisle or DARD on form 618NDC.
If the animal(s) was imported from another country within the previous six (6) months, the OV must also seek certification from an Official Veterinarian in the country involved.

C.I.T.E.S

This certificate does not provide exemption from other legislation laid down for the protection or conservation of certain wild species, e.g. the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species (C.I.T.E.S.). Welfare
Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation (EC) 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.  


Exporters must comply with the UK welfare laws relating to the export of animals.  If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards.
