EXPORT OF CAPTIVE BIRDS TO NAMIBIA
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 3676EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 3676EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment

SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

Export health certificate 3676EHC may be used for the export of captive birds from United Kingdom to Namibia.
2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)

This certificate may be signed by an OV appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Government or the Welsh Government, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary)(OCQ(V)) authorisation, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs - Northern Ireland (DAERA). 

OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the issuing office (in GB – the Centre for International Trade, Carlisle) within seven days of signing, or in the case of Northern Ireland, to DAERA, Dundonald House, Belfast.

The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

CLINICAL INSPECTION
The inspection at paragraph IV(a) must be carried out within 24 hours of export.
4.
IMPORT PERMIT
The export must be accompanied by a valid import permit issued by the Ministry of Agriculture, Water and Rural Development, Windhoek, Namibia.
5.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

The certification contained in paragraphs IV e) & f) may be signed on behalf of the Department provided the OV is in receipt of written authority on form 618NDC which will be sent within 10 days before shipment.

AI SEROLOGY RESULTS
Paragraph IV f) refers. AI samples must be submitted to the APHA Laboratory, Weybridge. It is recommended that the Official Veterinarian carrying out the sampling should telephone the avian virology laboratory well in advance to get any necessary advice about handling of samples, and to make arrangements with the laboratory.

Laboratory test results (original or copy) must be attached to the EHC (fan-stamping).

7.
DISINFECTION OF CONTAINERS
Paragraph IV (j) refers. If containers are disinfected this should be done using a disinfectant approved by DEFRA. Disinfectants are approved under the Diseases of Animals (Approved Disinfectants) Order 1978 (as amended). The list contains over 200 brands of disinfectant approved on the basis of their efficacy against certain specified notifiable diseases, or for use in respect of general orders. Approved disinfectants carry a statement on the container, and other references to their approval may be found in their data sheets or label instructions.

WELFARE
