EXPORT OF TARANTULAS TO NEW ZEALAND FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7492EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7492EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 7492EHC may be used for the export of tarantulas from the United Kingdom to New Zealand. 
2.
CERTIFICATION BY A REGISTERED ZOO VETERINARIAN AND AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
Parts I-IV of Export health certificate 7492EHC should be completed by the Registered Zoo Veterinarian ie the Veterinarian responsible for the Zoo. In this context ‘Registered’ means registered with the UK Royal College of Veterinary Surgeons. The Registered Zoo Veterinarian should sign the health certificate in ink of any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

Part V of Export health certificate 7492EHC should be completed and signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), The Scottish Government, Welsh Government, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.
The Registered Zoo Veterinarian and the OV/AVI cannot be the same person for the reason that a Veterinarian cannot provide certification for him/her self. 
A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – Exports, in Carlisle, within seven days of signature. 
The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.
3.
IDENTIFICATION

The table at Paragraph one, paragraph IV (1.1) and the list at Appendix 1 of the export health certificate 7492EHC refer. The species involved must be recorded correctly and the spiders must be listed as eligible for import into New Zealand.
4.    AUTHORISED VETERINARIAN
Paragraphs IV and V (1.6) refer. The OV should check that the Zoo Veterinarian named at paragraph IV is registered by the UK Royal College of Veterinary Surgeons. Such registration provides authorisation to provide services to the zoo of origin.

TRANSPORT CRATE

The owner/exporter is responsible for ensuring that the conditions of transport for his/her animal(s) meet the standards laid down by the International Air Transport Association (IATA). He/she should ask the transporting airline to confirm this, and if necessary provide a copy of the relevant conditions.    Published copies of the IATA conditions, together with the ‘live animal labels’ and ‘this way up’ labels which IATA require on animal crates, can be bought from the following companies:

The official veterinarian should confirm by inspection that the container is either new, or else suitably cleaned, dry and free from pests and dirt. If there is any doubt about it having been suitably disinfected, it may either be disinfected again prior to placing the Tarantulas into it, or a written statement may be sought from the owner/exporter.
6.
WELFARE
Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation (EC) 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. 

Exporters must comply with the UK welfare laws relating to the export of animals. If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards.
