1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE

Export health certificate 3629EHC may be used for the export of 
reindeer for exhibition purposes from Great Britain to Northern 
Ireland

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by an OV appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with LVI stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.

3.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

Official veterinarians may certify paragraphs IV (c), (e), (f), (g) 
and (j) on behalf of the Department provided written authority to do 
so has been obtained from the local Animal Health Office on form EC 
618.


Official veterinarians may certify paragraph IV (d) on the basis that 
foot and mouth disease vaccination is prohibited in Great Britain 
as is the importation of vaccinated animals.

4.
WELFARE


Exporters are advised that animals must be transported in accordance
with Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Vehicles and transport 
arrangements which conform to the requirements of the Welfare of 
Animals (Transport) Order 1997 meet the standards set out in 
Council Directive 91/628/EEC. Information about the necessary 
requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Division at any 
of the offices listed below:
