EXPORT OF MICE AND RATS FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO THE SULTANATE OF OMAN

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER

1.
Scope

Export health certificate 4056EHC may be used to accompany mice and 
rats exported to Oman. Exporters are advised to contact the Advisor 
of Animal Health, Ministry of Agriculture & Fisheries, P O Box 467, 
Muscat, Sultanate of Oman.(tel. 00 968 696 300) to obtain an import 
permit/import conditions as necessary. If there is any discrepancy 
between the import conditions and certificate 4056EHC, the 
International Trade Unit, Page Street (Tel 020 7904 6343) should be 
consulted 

2.
IDENTIFICATION


If the animals to be exported cannot be individually identified,


the transport container should be sealed with uniquely number 
tamperproof seal. The seal number should be entered at paragraph 1 
under the heading ‘identification’. The transporter should be 
instructed that the seal should not be broken before the arrival of 
the animals at the premises of destination unless the welfare of the 
animals is at risk or under the instruction of the authorities of the 
country of destination.

3.
OWNERS DECLARATION


Exporters are advised that they must obtain a declaration from the 
captain of the vessel or aircraft.  This must state that the 
consignment has come direct from the last port of call of the country 
or in the case of importation by air, they have not been off-loaded 
or mixed with any animals not destined for importation into Oman.

4.
SIGNING AND STAMPING THE HEALTH CERTIFICATE


The health certificate should be signed and stamped with an official 
veterinarian stamp in ink of any colour other than black.

5.
RETURN OF COPY CERTIFICATE TO THE DIVISIONAL VETERINARY MANAGER


A copy of the completed and signed health certificate must be sent to 
the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within 7 days of signing.

6.
WELFARE AND TRANSPORTATION


Exporters should be reminded that they must comply with the British 
Welfare laws relating to the export of livestock. When transported 
by air, animals should be transported in accordance with 
International Air Transport Association (IATA) Regulations.
