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SUPPLEMENTARY HEALTH CERTIFICATE FOR EQUIDAE RESIDENT IN FRANCE AND/OR IRELAND IN THE 60 DAYS PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF PRE-EXPORT ISOLATION

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

1.
Declarations

Declarations from the owner or agent of the owner are needed to allow 
the completion of paragraphs a) and b). The Official Veterinarian 
should make due enquiry as to the validity of the declarations and 
should scrutinise available records including the passport in the 
case of registered equidae. If the Official Veterinarian has any 
reason to doubt the validity of the declarations the Centre for 
International Trade (CIT) should be consulted.  

2.
Completion of the health certification and return of copy to CIT

The supplementary health certificate should be fully completed by the 
Official Veterinarian and signed and stamped with the Official 
Veterinarian stamp in ink of any colour other than black.


The Official Veterinarian must make a photocopy of the supplementary health certificate (SUP). One copy must be retained by the Official Veterinarian and one copy must be returned to CIT, Carlisle as soon as possible after completion of certification and no later than 7 days after the date of export.  

3. 
Welfare
Most horses and ponies exported from Great Britain need certification to satisfy British export welfare legislation IN ADDITION TO the export health certification.
