RE-EXPORT OF EU QUALIFIED BOVINE EMBRYOS OF NON-UK ORIGIN TO EU MEMBER STATES
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE CERTIFYING VETERINARIANS AND EXPORTERS

1.
Scope

The 7527EHC can be used for the re-export of EU qualified in-vivo derived 
embryos of non-UK origin to other EU Member State. It should not be used for 
the export of embryos design/produced by other means (e.g. micro manipulated).
The embryos must have been imported into the UK in accordance with Council Directive 89/556/EEC, and while in the UK must have been stored at the premises approved by Defra in accordance with Council Directive 89/556/EEC and supervised by a veterinarian authorised by Defra.
The embryos must have been stored separately from embryos not collected in accordance with Council Directive 89/556/EEC, and exported directly from the approved premises.
2.
Council Directive 89/556/EEC

The certifying veterinarians must be conversant with the provisions of Council Directive 89/556/EEC (and any subsequent amendments), which lays down the animal health requirements applicable to intra-Community trade in and imports of embryos of domestic animals of the bovine species.

3.
Health Information
The health information at section IV of 7527EHC may only be signed by a veterinary surgeon approved by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Government, Welsh Government or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland to be in charge of the Semen Collection Centre on which the consignment of semen was stored.
The in-vivo derived embryos must have been imported from third countries listed in Annex I of Commission Decision 2006/168/EC (as amended) and are accompanied by a certificate at Annex II of the same Decision.
4.
Completion of the Health Certificate
Certifying veterinarian must complete, sign, stamp and date the health certificate in ink of any colour other than black.

The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country.
