EXPORT OF MICE AND RATS FOR LABORATORY PURPOSES FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO SOUTH AFRICA

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND THE EXPORTER

1.
Official Veterinarian
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. LVIs should affix the LVI stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with LVI stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager on the day of issue.

2.
Import Permit

An import permit must be obtained from The Directorate of Animal Health Import-Export Control, Private Bag X138, Pretoria 0001. The import permit number must be written in section I. This permit must accompany the animal. Failure to comply with any stipulated condition can lead to refusal of entry

3.
Return copy of certificate to the Animal Health Divisional Office

A copy of the completed and signed health certificate must be 
sent to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within 7 days of 
signing.

4.

Container Seals
The containers must be sealed prior to despatch. The seal should be of a type which would be broken or torn if the container were opened. The official veterinarian must verify that the seals are correctly applied and must record the seal number(s) at paragraph III(d).

5.
Welfare

Exporter should be reminded that they must comply with the British 
welfare laws relating to the export of livestock.  Information about 
the necessary requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare 
Department at any of the following offices:
