EXPORT OF PRIMATES FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM TO TURKEY
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER
IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OV) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7412EHC. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7412EHC. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment. 
1.
Scope of the certificate
Export health certificate 7412EHC may be used for the export of primates from the United Kingdom to Turkey.

2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Government - Department for Rural Affairs, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland (DARDNI), who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to 
AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – Exports in Carlisle, within seven days of issue. 
The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
Identification

Paragraph C. refers. If the animals to be exported cannot be individually identified, e.g. by microchip or tattoo, then the transport container should be sealed with a uniquely numbered tamper-proof seal and the seal number entered at paragraph 13.
4.
IATA travel requirements and CITES


Paragraph 14.1 refers. The International Air Transport Association (IATA) provides written guidelines for transport conditions including cage design specifications. The owner/exporter is responsible for ensuring that the conditions of transport meet the standards laid down by IATA. He/she should ask the transporting airline to confirm this, and if necessary provide a copy of the relevant conditions.

The Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species (CITES) guidelines are based on the IATA recommendations, and repeat that transport conditions must conform to IATA guidelines.

5.
Rabies vaccination



Paragraph 14.2 refers. The animal should be vaccinated against rabies using a licensed vaccine.  In the case of primary vaccination, vaccination should be carried out not less than 15 days and no more than 12 months prior to export.  In the case of re-vaccination, this should be carried out according to the manufacturer’s instructions and within 12 months prior to export.

6.
Examination

The examination at Paragraph 14.3 should be carried out on the day of loading.
7.
Ebola and AIDS testing

Paragraph 14.4 refers. Samples for screening for evidence of infection with Ebola virus and AIDS virus should be submitted to laboratories approved for testing samples for these infections. Such laboratories in the UK include the Health Protection Agency laboratory at Porton Down and other laboratories approved for testing samples from humans. The testing at these laboratories will normally be accredited to ISO17025. If the laboratory is not approved to test samples from humans, the testing should be accredited to ISO17025. If this is not the case, the OV should contact AHVLA Carlisle for advice. The Official Veterinarian should check with the laboratory before samples are sent to ensure that the testing required can be carried out. 
8.
C.I.T.E.S

This certificate does not provide exemption from other legislation laid down for the protection or conservation of certain wild species, e.g. the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species (C.I.T.E.S.). Welfare

Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation EC 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.


Exporters must comply with the British welfare laws relating to the export of animals. If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards. Information about the necessary requirements may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Team at any of the offices mentioned below:
