EXPORT OF NON HUMAN PRIMATES FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES

HEALTH CERTIFICATE - NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

1.
SCOPE OF THE CERTIFICATE
Export health certificate 4305EHC may be used for the export of non human primates from Great Britain to United Arab Emirates.

2.
CERTIFICATION BY AN OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV)
This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or National Assembly For Wales who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should apply the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with OV stamp in any ink colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be returned to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within seven days of its issue.

3.
IDENTIFICATION


Paragraphs I and IV (i) refer.  The animals must be identified 

by an appropriate method giving each animal a unique 

identification code (numbers and/or letters).   Microchips are 

the method of choice.   However the exporter must ensure that 

the appropriate reader will be available to the authorities at 

the point of import to the UAE.   In paragraph I the method of 

identification must be given, and if it is electronic 

microchip, the type of reader should be written down.  The 

location of the microchip must also be recorded.

When the space in paragraph I of the certificate is insufficient for details of all animals in the consignment, a separate schedule may be used.  This schedule must contain the same information as that required in paragraph I, and the paragraph should be annotated “see attached schedule”. The certifying OV must draw a line under the last entry on the schedule and sign, date and affix the OV stamp in a colour other than black on each page of the schedule and also under the last entry, in order to prevent the unauthorised addition of more entries. The pages of the schedule must be firmly stapled to the export health certificate and each referenced with the unique reference number at the top right-hand corner of the export health certificate . The corners of each sheet should be turned over, ‘fanned’, and stamped with the OV stamp.

4.
RESIDENCE IN GREAT BRITAIN


Paragraph IV (a) refers.  If the OV is not able to certify this 

paragraph on the basis of his/her personal knowledge, it may be certified on the basis of an inspection of the relevant zoo records.  If there is any lack of clarity in the records the OV should obtain a written statement from the owner/exporter confirming the residence of the animals.   This declaration should not be attached to the 

health certificate, but should be retained by the OV for record 

purposes.

5.
VETERINARY ATTENDANCE AT PREMISES


Paragraph IV (b) should be certified by the OV on the basis of his/her personal knowledge, which may be supported if necessary by a written statement from any other veterinarian who is regularly responsible for veterinary care at the premises of origin.

6.
NOTIFIABLE DISEASE CLEARANCE

Paragraph IV (c) may be certified on behalf of the Department provided the OV has received written authority (form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her by the local Divisional Veterinary Manager within 10 days before shipment.

7.
FREEDOM FROM TUBERCULOSIS


Paragraph IV (d) should be certified by the OV on the basis of his/her personal knowledge, which may be supported if necessary by a written statement from any other veterinarian who is regularly responsible for veterinary care at the premises of origin.

8.
DISEASE TESTING: REPORTS


Note that, for all the disease tests in paragraphs IV (e) and (f), a copy the test report sheet MUST be attached to the health certificate.   Paragraph IV (l) refers.
9.
TUBERCULIN TEST

Paragraph IV (e) refers.  The required test is the skin test using human PPD (the Mantoux test).  The injection must consist of 0.1 ml of tuberculin at a concentration of 1000 units per ml, injected into the outer surface of the eyelid.  However for very small species such as marmosets and tamarins the test should be performed in the abdominal skin or inner thigh rather than the eyelid. A 1 ml tuberculin syringe and 3/8 inch 27 gauge needle is appropriate. The needle is 
inserted (bevel up) just under the skin in the upper eyelid, close to it’s margin. 
A positive reaction consists of oedema of the lid with redness. 

The extent of the reaction is immaterial. A positive reaction 

will usually begin to appear after 16 hours and may persist for 

72 hours depending on its severity.
The test should be read by 

scrutiny (further restraint should not be necessary) on three 

successive days following inoculation. In early infections the 

animal may not react. In advanced cases of tuberculosis, the 

tuberculin may result in systemic reaction.  The OV must be 

aware that this tuberculin is not licensed for use in 

primates, and the owner should be advised that the use of any 

product outwith the data sheet could entail a risk of adverse 

reactions.

10.
ENTERIC BACTERIA TEST


Paragraph IV (f) refers.  The Veterinary Laboratories Agency (VLA) is 


not able to accept samples from primates because they are not 


equipped to deal with the sort of zoonotic diseases that might be 

transmitted by primate samples.   For Salmonella, Shigella and Yersinia individual faecal samples must be submitted instead to the nearest laboratory of the Health Protection Agency (HPA) in England, or its equivalent in Wales and Scotland. Details of the local HPA laboratory can be found in the telephone book, or on the HPA website: http://www.hpa.org.uk.    Before submitting samples for testing, OVs should contact the laboratory to enable appropriate arrangements to be made, and to obtain any necessary advice about the handling of samples.

11.
PARASITE TREATMENTS


Paragraphs IV (g) and (h) refer. The treatments must be carried out 


within 14 days prior to export.  If there are no products with a 


product authorisation for use in Great Britain in the particular 


species concerned, the OV may decide to use an unlicensed product 

exercising their clinical judgement on the ‘cascade principle’.    OVs should demonstrate due care in administering medicinal products outwith the recommendations of the data sheet, and should seek the manufacturer’s advice as appropriate.    They are also advised to warn the owner in advance of the risks of using medicinal products outwith the data sheet.

12.
PREMISES DISEASE HISTORY

Paragraph IV (k) refers.  This paragraph may be certified by the OV on the basis of his/her personal knowledge, which may be supported if necessary by a written statement from any other veterinarian who is regularly responsible for veterinary care at the premises of origin.

13.
OWNER’S TRANSPORT DECLARATION


Paragraph IV (m) refers.  The written declaration should not be 


attached to the health certificate, but should be retained by the OV 


for record purposes.


With reference to IATA standards, the International Air Transport Association (IATA) provides written guidelines for transport conditions including cage design specifications. The owner/exporter is responsible for ensuring that the conditions of transport meet the standards laid down by IATA.  Details may be provided by the transporting airline, and if necessary a copy of the relevant conditions together with the ‘live animal labels’ and ‘this way up’ labels which IATA require on animal crates, can be bought from the following companies:

With reference to Defra approved disinfectants, these are approved under the Diseases of Animals (Approved Disinfectants) 


Order 1978 (as amended).    The list contains over 200 brands 

of disinfectant approved on the basis of their efficacy against certain notifiable disease viruses.  The ‘general list’ instructions should be followed.   DEFRA approved disinfectants carry a statement on the container, and other references to their approval may be found in their data sheets or label instructions.

DISCLAIMER


The Department disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the 
exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The 


certificate is provided on the basis of information available 


at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the 


requirements of the importing
country. It is the exporter’s 


responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant 


import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority 


in the importing country. If these do not match, the exporter 


should contact the International Animal Health Division at the 


address given below.
