TEMPORARY EXPORT OF COMPETITION HORSES TO REPUBLIC OF KOREA (SOUTH KOREA)
NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

IMPORTANT

These notes provide guidance to Official Veterinarians (OVs) and exporters. The NFG should have been issued to you together with export certificate 7965EHC and 7965CON. A certificate (7965 SUP) for horses certified in another country (the Republic of Ireland being the most likely one) and transiting the UK is also available; this cannot be used if the horses are in ‘transit’ for more than 48 hours. The NFG should not be read as a standalone document but in conjunction with certificate 7965EHC and 7965CON. 7965SUP, if required, is self-explanatory. We strongly suggest that exporters obtain full details of the importing country’s requirements from the veterinary authorities in the country concerned, or their representatives in the UK, in advance of each consignment.

1.
Scope  


Export health certificate 7965EHC/CON may be used to accompany horses being temporarily exported to the Republic of Korea for competition, subject to the issuing of an import permit by the Republic of Korea authorities. 

2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV) appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government, Welsh Government, or an Authorised Veterinary Inspector (AVI) appointed by the Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs (DAERA), who is an OV on the appropriate panel for export purposes or who holds the appropriate Official Controls Qualification (Veterinary)(OCQ(V)) authorisation. OVs/AVIs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV/AVI stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK – each page should also be signed, dated and stamped, together with all associated documentation (e.g. laboratory reports, if applicable).

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to APHA Centre for International Trade, within seven days of issue. 

The OV/AVI should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
Identification

Paragraph I of the health certificate must be fully completed. It is unlikely that the silhouette on page 3 of the continuation certificate would need completing as all the seven designated countries South Korea accepts horses issue passports.  The passport number must be inserted where indicated.  The Official Veterinarian must verify the identity of all horses by reference to the passport. The Official Veterinarian must verify the identity of the horse  at the time of inspection and each time that samples are taken for pre-export testing.
4.
Residency in other designated countries and support health certification from there. 
Paragraphs II(c) and III(b) refer: The list of designated countries are as follows: France, Hong Kong, Japan, Republic of Ireland, Singapore, United Arab Emirates & the United Kingdom. 
South Korea allows horses to be resident in any of the 7 designated countries during the 60 days prior to final certification for South Korea. If the horse has not been continuously resident in the UK during this period, a support certificate in a similar format to 7965EHC/CON is required from each of the designated countries that the horse has been resident in and this must be attached to the certificate issued from the UK. The horse should be transported directly from the UK to the Republic of Korea; landing at and/or flying from any intermediate airports must be approved by the Korean Authorities.
5.
Health examination 


The examination mentioned at paragraph III(a) must be carried out as near as possible to the intended date of export and not more than 48 hours prior to shipment.

6.
Disease clearance


For residencies in the UK, the certification contained in paragraphs III(c), (d) and the first option at (e) may be signed on behalf of DEFRA provided written authority from the Centre for International Trade has been received on form 618NDC. 
 

7.
Laboratory tests


Paragraphs III(e),(g),(h),(i)and(j) refer. Blood samples – if required - for these laboratory tests should be sent to the APHA laboratory in Weybridge for testing, allowing sufficient time for the tests to be completed and for results to be received before the proposed export date.

8.
Owners declaration

Paragraphs III. (b) (e) (g) refer. Owners’ declarations – including for vaccination carried out with any supporting evidence - should be retained by the Official Veterinarian for record purposes.  The Official Veterinarian should make due enquiries as necessary into the validity of the declarations.  If the Official Veterinarian has any reason to doubt the validity of any declaration, the local APHA office should be consulted.

9.
Post Export Quarantine

Upon arrival in the Republic of Korea, the horses will be quarantined and will be clinically inspected 48 hours on arrival, and will be released providing that they are found free of infectious and contagious diseases.

10.
Welfare
Most horses and ponies exported from United Kingdom need certification to satisfy British export welfare legislation IN ADDITION TO the export health certification.  Information about the necessary requirements and application forms may be obtained from the Animal Welfare Department at the following offices:
