EXPORT OF DAY OLD CHICKS TO AZERBAIJAN

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND EXPORTER

Associated Documents: 7009EHC, 7009NFG, 7009SUP, 618NDC
1.
Scope
This certificate is for the export of day old birds of the domestic fowl (Gallus gallus) to Azerbaijan.
2.
Official Signature

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra), Scottish Government – Rural Directorate, Welsh Government, Department for Rural Affairs, who is an Official Veterinarian (OV) on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should sign and stamp the health certificate with the OV stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.
A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – Exports in Carlisle, within seven days of issue.
The OV should keep a copy for his/her own records.

3.
Import Permit
It is the responsibility of the exporter to ensure that the appropriate import permit is obtained from the State veterinary authorities in the Republic of Azerbaijan prior to despatch of the consignment.   The original copy of the permit should accompany the consignment.

4.
Clinical Examination
Paragraph IV (a) refers.  The clinical examination must be carried out within 24 hours of the intended time of export.

5.
Notifiable Disease Clearance
Paragraphs IV (b) and (c) refer.  These paragraphs may be certified by the OV on behalf of the Department provided he/she has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to the OV by the AHVLA Carlisle within 10 days before shipment.  The ‘administrative district’ means the county, and applies to the location of the flocks of origin and the hatchery, which are listed in paragraph II (b) and (c) of the certificate.

6.
Flock Disease Clearance

Paragraph IV (d) refers.  In this paragraph 'evidence' should be interpreted as including clinical signs, information derived from flock production and mortality records, laboratory test records, and pathological reports on post mortem examinations.  Where a flock of origin is routinely inspected by a different official veterinarian, the final certifying veterinarian must obtain a support statement from the flock veterinarian on support health certificate 7009SUP.

7.
Poultry Health Scheme (PHS)

Paragraph IV (e) refers.  Membership of the PHS may be certified by the OV provided he/she has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her by the Carlisle within 10 days before despatch.

Note that the 618NDC will cover only membership of the PHS.  It is the responsibility of the certifying veterinarian to check that all the test results for the flock(s) have been negative.

8.
Chick Vaccination

Paragraph IV (f) refers.  Marek’s vaccination is obligatory for the chicks.  The reference to ‘authorised vaccine’ means any vaccine used in the flock of origin must have a marketing authorisation issued by the Veterinary Medicines Directorate (VMD) of DEFRA or the equivalent licensing body in another EU Member State. The use of vaccines imported under a VMD issued Special Import Certificate (SIC) or, of autogenous vaccines manufactured and used with the approval of the VMD, can be considered to have the equivalent of a marketing authorisation in the UK.

9.
Flock Vaccination
Paragraph IV (g) refers.  If there is insufficient space in the table, the OV must attach a separate schedule providing the same information as in the table.  The schedule must be signed, stamped and dated by the OV in ink of any colour other than black, and firmly stapled to the certificate.  The table in the certificate must be marked ‘see attached schedule’. Reference to ‘authorised products’ - see paragraph 8 above.

10.
Disinfection of Vehicles
Paragraph IV (i) refers.  The OV should confirm that the transport vehicle has been disinfected satisfactorily, according to the company’s normal procedures.

Disinfectants are approved under the Diseases of Animals (Approved Disinfectants) Order 1978 (as amended).  The list contains over 200 brands of disinfectant approved for use with poultry, on the basis of their efficacy against Newcastle disease and avian influenza viruses.
DEFRA approved disinfectants carry a statement on the container, and other references to their approval may be found in their data sheets or label instructions.

11.
Support Certification

Paragraphs IV (d), (e) and (g) refer.  When the flock of origin is attended by a different veterinarian from the certifying OV, the flock veterinarian should complete form 7009SUP certifying that the requirements in these paragraphs are complied with.

12.
Disclaimer

The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country.  It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country.
