PRE-EXPORT STATEMENT PROVIDING DETAILS OF DESIGNATED FARMS FOR THE SUPPLY OF CHICKEN HATCHING EGGS/DAY OLD CHICKS/TURKEY HATCHING EGGS/TURKEY POULTS/DUCK HATCHING EGGS/DUCKLINGS INTENDED FOR EXPORT FROM GREAT BRITAIN TO BRAZIL  
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND THE EXPORTER


Scope of the certificate.
1. This pre-export statement 7031EHC is required by the Brazilian authorities before they issue import permits for each shipments to be exported from Great Britain.   The 7031EHC can be used to notify designated farms for the supply of chicken hatching eggs/day old chicks/turkey hatching eggs/turkey poults/duck hatching eggs/ducklings. 
When an import permit is granted by the Brazilian authorities, the exporter is required to apply for the principle export certificate 489EHC in the usual way.

2.
Certification by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

This certificate may be signed by a Local Veterinary Inspector (LVI) appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, the Scottish Executive Environment and Rural Affairs Department or the National Assembly Government, Department for rural affairs for Wales who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes.  LVIs should affix the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.    The stamp and signature must be made in ink of any colour other than black.

A copy of this certificate, certified by the Official Veterinarian, must be returned to the local Divisional Veterinary Manager (DVM) within 7 days of the certificate’s Issue.

Appendix 1 
The appendix 1 referred to at paragraph IV (1)of this EHC is not provided as part of the certificate issued by your local Animal Health Office.  It is the exporter’s responsibility to prepare the Appendix 1 as per paragraph IV (1) of the certificate 7031EHC (Name and address of farms and yearly hatching eggs production for each farm).  An authorised  signatory of the exporter must provide a signed statement to the OV to confirm that they intend to use the farms listed on the Appendix 1 for the export to Brazil.  On the basis of this signed declaration from the exporter the OV may sign paragraph IV (1) of the certificate.   The OV must also fan-stamp 7031EHC and the Appendix 1 at the same time. The appendix 1 should be returned with the certified copy to your local AHDO.    
4.
In order to certify paragraph IV 2) the OV must obtain confirmation from the keeper of the Poultry Health Scheme records at Animal Health, Worcester.

5.
In order to certify paragraphs IV) 3), 4) and 5)

the OV must receive a signed support statement from each OV  responsible for each of the farms.

6.
Notifiable Disease Clearance


There is no need for the AHDO to issue 618NDC for this certificate.

The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country.
