EXPORT OF ADULT POULTRY/DAY OLD CHICKS/HATCHING EGGS AND PEAFOWL TO THE FALKLAND ISLANDS

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER
1.
Flock of origin inspection.

i. 
in the case of hatching eggs and day old chicks the inspection 

at paragraph IV a) must be carried out:



EITHER





a) during the 72 hours prior to consignment.



OR



b) during the month prior to consignment.



If option b) is chosen you must also examine the records of the 

health status of the flock, and, assess the current health 


status of the flock by the examination of up to date 



information received from the person in charge of the flock, 

during the 72 hours prior to export. In the case where records 

or other information give rise to the suspicion of disease in 

the flock you must carry out an animal health examination of 

the flock to rule out the possibility of contagious poultry 

disease.


ii.
in the case of adult poultry the inspection at paragraph IV a) 

must 
be carried out within 72 hours of export.

2.
A copy of this certificate must be sent to the local Divisional 
Veterinary Manager (DVM) on the day of issue.

3.
Certification 1065EHC may be used for the export of adult/day old and 
hatching eggs of fowls, turkeys, ducks, pheasants, guinea fowl, 
quail, partridges and peafowl from Great Britain to the Falkland 
Islands.

4.
The certification contained in paragraphs IV c) and d)i. may be 
signed on behalf of the Department provided you are in receipt of 
written authority (Form EC 618) which will be sent to you 10 days 
before shipment.

5.
When the flock of origin is inspected by a different Official 
Veterinarian, he/she should complete form 1065EHCS (Support 
Health Certificate), certifying that the requirements in paragraphs 
IV a) and b) of 1065EHC are complied with.

6.
For the export of hatching eggs, the eggs must be sanitised using the 
Office International des Epizooties (OIE) approved methods which are:


i.
fumigation with formaldehyde;


OR


ii.
spraying with or immersion in, an egg shell disinfectant in 



accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions;


OR

iii.
made hygienic by another method approved by DEFRA.

7.
The Department disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the 
exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The 
certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the 
time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of 
the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check 
the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice 
provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If 
these do not match, the exporter should contact the Animal Health 
(International Trade) Division at the address given below.

8.
Exporters should be reminded that they must comply with the British 
laws relating to the welfare of animals. Information about the
