Scope of the certificate.
1.
This certificate is for the export of hatching eggs of ducks to Indonesia

This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

appointed by the 
Department for Environment, Food and Rural 

Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural 

Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales
who is on 

the appropriate panel for export purposes. The official 

veterinarian stamp should be applied to the certificate in the 

normal manner. The stamp and signature must be made in ink of 

any colour other than black.

A copy of this certificate, certified by the Official 

Veterinarian, must be returned to the local Divisional 

Veterinary Manager (DVM) within 7 days of the certificate’s 

issue.


Notifiable Disease Clearance
3.
Paragraphs IV (a), (b) and (c) refer.  These paragraphs may be certified by the OV on behalf of the Department provided he/she has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent by the DVM within 10 days before shipment.


Laboratory Testing

4.
Paragraph IV (d) refers.  If option (i) is chosen the laboratory 

tests must be conducted at laboratories of the Veterinary 

Laboratories Agency, VLA Weybridge/Lasswade.  Before submitting 

samples for
testing, OVs should contact the laboratory to enable 


appropriate arrangements to be made, and to obtain any 


necessary advice about the handling of samples. Samples must be 


taken in sufficient time for the results to be reported before 


the date of export.



The number of samples per flock must be sufficient to give a probability of 95% that infection will be detected if the prevalence is at least 5%.    The number of samples necessary to achieve this is given in the following table:

If option (ii) is chosen, the tests must be carried out at a laboratory that is approved for Salmonella bacteriology testing under the Poultry Breeding Flocks and Hatcheries Order 1993 (PBFHO).   The ‘government controlled monitoring scheme’ referred to in the paragraph means the PBFHO scheme.   This is compulsory for flocks of fowl, and voluntary for other poultry species.   The paragraph may be certified if the duck breeding flocks are subject to a similar testing protocol to that laid down under the PBFHO.  

Flock Disease Clearance

5.
At paragraphs IV (e) and (g)  ‘evidence’ shall be interpreted as including clinical signs, information derived from flock production and mortality records, laboratory test reports and pathological examinations.


Poultry Health Scheme Membership
6.
Paragraph IV (f) may be certified on behalf of the Department provided the OV has received 
written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her
within 10 days before despatch.


Paragraph IV (j) refers to the parent flock(s) of the hatching eggs 

for export.  The OV may certify this paragraph if he/she has 

ascertained that the hatchery in which the parent birds were hatched 

was a member of the Poultry Health Scheme at the time of hatching.  

If there is any doubt the OV should apply to DVM for confirmation.


Vaccination

7.
Paragraph IV (h) refers.   The Indonesian import conditions require 

details of the complete vaccination programme.   If space on the 

certificate is insufficient the OV should attach a schedule giving 

the same information as in the table, and the OV should write ‘see 

attached schedule’ in the table on the certificate.  Each page of the 

schedule must be signed, stamped and dated by the OV and firmly 

stapled to the health certificate.

Inspection of eggs and packing

8.
Paragraphs IV (k) and (l) refer.   In order to meet the Indonesian 

requirements it is necessary for the OV to observe the eggs, and the 

packaging, so that their clean and wholesome condition can be 

verified.


Support certification
9.
Paragraphs IV (d), (e), (g), (h) and (j) refer.   When the 

flock of origin is inspected by a different veterinarian from 

the certifying OV, the flock veterinarian should complete form 

6630SUP(Support Health Certificate), certifying that the 

requirements in these paragraphs are complied with.    The 

support health certificate will be provided by the local Animal 

Health Divisional Office (AHDO) at the same time as the export health 

Certificate.


No paragraph (i)
10.
Note that the paragraph notation in the certificate reads IV 

(h) to IV (j) with paragraph IV (i) omitted.  This is 

intentional to avoid confusion, as roman numeral ‘i’ may be  

used to number indented sub-paragraphs
