EXPORT OF DAY-OLD DUCKLINGS TO INDONESIA
NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN (OV) AND EXPORTER

Associated Documents:  7551EHC, 7551SUP, and 618NDC.


Scope of the certificate
1.
This certificate may be used for the export of day-old ducklings (Anas platyrhynchos) to Indonesia.
It is strongly advised that exporters check with their  customers that certificates are acceptable to the authorities in the country of destination in advance of each consignment. 

Obtaining Import permit

2.
An import permit must be obtained from the Indonesian Ministry of 
Agriculture, Jakarta, before exporters make arrangements to send a 
consignment to Indonesia. 
3.
Official Signature
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian, appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs, Scottish Government - Rural Directorate, Welsh Government Department for Rural Affairs, or equivalent in the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development Northern Ireland, who is on the appropriate panel for export purposes. OVs should apply the OV stamp to the certificate in the normal manner.

The health certificate must be signed and stamped with an OV stamp in any colour OTHER THAN BLACK.

A certified copy of the completed certificate must be sent to the issuing office: in GB to AHVLA, Specialist Service Centre (SSC)– Exports, Carlisle; and in Northern Ireland to DARD,  Room 922  Dundonald House, Belfast, within seven days of signature.

The OV should keep a copy for his/her own records.

Means of Transportation
4.
Paragraph III (c) refers.   The OV should write ‘airfreight’ and, if 
possible, give the flight number.


Notifiable Disease Clearance
5.
Paragraphs IV. (a) and (b) may be certified by the OV provided that he/she has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her by the issuing office  [in GB, AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – International Trade Carlisle; or the relevant issuing office in N. Ireland] within 10 days before shipment.
Criteria for official freedom from notifiable avian influenza and Newcastle disease are laid down in the World Organisation for Animal Health (OIE) Terrestrial Animal Health Code.     


Avian influenza vaccination

6.
Paragraph IV (c) refers.   The vaccination of domestic poultry for avian influenza in the UK is forbidden under EU regulations, except with special dispensation at times of particular risk (EU Directive 2005/94/EC).  The UK has never applied to the EU for approval of the use of AI vaccination in domestic poultry, but approval has been given for its use in a very small number of zoos.

The OV must certify this paragraph on the basis of his/her personal 
knowledge of the premises of origin, supported by whatever written statements may be considered necessary from the owner and other veterinarians.

Flock Residence Statement
7.
Paragraph IV (d) refers. The OV must certify this paragraph on the basis 
of his/her personal knowledge of the flock farm supported as necessary by a 
study of the farm movement records, and/or a signed statement from the farm 
manager.


Inspections of Flocks of Origin

8.
Paragraph IV (e) refers.  The reference to regular official 
veterinary inspections may be certified on the 
basis of the monthly 
inspections provided for under EU legislation (Directive 
2009/158/EC) for flocks that regularly export to other member states. 


Concerning the absence of clinical symptoms, this may be certified on 
the basis of personal knowledge of the flock by the veterinarian who 
is normally responsible for that flock.   If the certifying 
veterinarian is not personally responsible for the flock, he/she must 
obtain a signed support statement (support certificate 7551SUP) from 
the veterinarian who is routinely responsible for the flock.


Disease Clearance for Flocks of Origin

9.
Paragraph IV (f) refers.  'Evidence of disease' should be 
interpreted as clinical signs as well as information from 
production and mortality records, laboratory reports and 
pathological examinations. 

Note that the statement refers only to frank outbreaks of 
clinical 
disease.  Thus E.coli is only relevant if it causes an outbreak of 
clinical colibacillosis, and other organisms which are routinely and 
effectively controlled by vaccination should not be reported. 
Salmonella Monitoring under EU Directive 2009/158/EC
10.
Paragraph IV (g) refers. Directive 2009/158/EC is fully implemented in Great Britain by the Poultry Health Scheme (PHS), and in Northern Ireland by the Northern Ireland Poultry Health and Assurance Scheme (NIPHAS). The Salmonella monitoring described in paragraph IV (g) is a condition of the Directive, and therefore of both the PHS and NIPHAS.
The certifying OV will receive written confirmation (form 618NDC) that the flocks are currently members of one of these schemes from the Animal Health office which issued the certificate [in GB, AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – International Trade - Carlisle ; or the equivalent in Northern Ireland], within 10 days prior to export.


With reference to negative test results:


The OV is personally responsible for obtaining confirmation that all 
the test results have been negative.   The OV must check the 
laboratory reports, or receive written confirmation from the 
veterinarian who is normally responsible for the flocks of 
origin.   
Serology tests may occasionally turn up false positives, and these 
may be regarded as negative if further confirmatory testing has shown 
a negative result. 


Salmonella Monitoring for S.enteritidis
11.
Paragraph IV (h) refers.

The Salmonella National Control Programme lays down procedures for the routine monitoring of chicken and turkey breeding flocks for zoonotic Salmonellas, in accordance with EU Regulation 2160/2003. 

The OV is personally responsible for checking that a voluntary program in line with the National Control Programe implemented in 
chickens and turkeys is implemented and that testing has been carried out, and that all the laboratory results have been negative.   If the OV signing the certificate does not have personal knowledge of all the flock(s) of origin, he/she should seek the necessary assurances from the veterinarians responsible for the flock(s) of origin.


Egg sanitisation and Packing conditions 

12.
Paragraph IV (k) and (m) refer. The eggs must be sanitised in accordance with the standards laid down in the OIE Code. The Code states that "hatching eggs should be cleaned and sanitised as soon as possible after collection, and in any case before hatching, using an approved sanitising agent in accordance with the manufacturer's instructions".   The UK authorities do not have a procedure for approval of commercial products for egg sanitisation.  In the absence of any such official approval procedure, the OV may use his/her own clinical judgement about the approval of the method.

 
The day-old birds must be packed in new, clean and unused boxes.   The certifying OV will need to personally observe the boxes in order to certify this paragraph.


Transport conditions 

13.
Paragraph IV (n) refers.  Under EU Council Regulation EC/1/2005, implemented in Great Britain by the Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England)Order 2006 and its equivalent in the devolved regions, vehicles carrying live poultry including hatching eggs must be cleaned and disinfected prior to loading. 

A DEFRA approved disinfectant must be used.   Disinfectants are 
approved under the Diseases of Animals (Approved Disinfectants) 
(England)Order 2007 (as amended).    The list contains over 200 
brands of disinfectant, and there is a sub-group specifically 
approved for use with poultry, on the basis of their efficacy against 
Newcastle disease and avian influenza viruses.


DEFRA approved disinfectants carry a statement on the container, and 
other references to their approval may be found in their data sheets 
or label instructions.


Support certification
14.
Paragraphs IV (c),(d),(e),(f),(g) and (h) refer.  In cases where the 
certifying OV is not personally responsible for the flock(s) of 
origin, he/she may certify the statements referring to those flocks 
on the basis of a support certificate (7551SUP) provided by the 

veterinarian who is regularly responsible for those flocks. The 

support health certificate will be issued by AHVLA Specialist Service Centre – International Trade - Carlisle at the same time as the export health certificate.   











No paragraph (i)
15.
The omission of paragraph IV (i) is deliberate to avoid 


confusion, as the symbol ‘i’ may be used to number indented 


paragraphs.
