NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

Scope of the certificate.
1.
This certificate may be used for the export of day old ducklings to Kenya.


Official Signature
2.
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

appointed by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural 

Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural 

Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales who is on 

the appropriate panel for export purposes.  The official 

veterinarian stamp should be applied to the certificate in the 

normal manner.  The stamp and signature must be made in ink of 

any colour other than black.

A copy of this certificate, certified by the Official 

Veterinarian, must be returned to the local Divisional 

Veterinary Manager (DVM) within 7 days of the certificate’s 

issue.


Obtaining Import permit
3.
Exporters must obtain an import permit from Kenyan authorities.


The health certificate and the original import permit must accompany the 
birds to Kenya.  Both documents must be made available to an 
inspecting Veterinary Quarantine Officer at the port of entry into Kenya. 
The OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN should not sign the import permit.


Clinical inspection
4.
The inspection of the ducklings at paragraph IV (a) must be carried 


out within 24 hours on the intended time of export.
5.
Office International des Epizooties (OIE) Standards


Poultry Health Scheme

Paragraph IV (b) refers.  The Organisation International 

d’Epizooties (OIE) Terrestrial Animal Health Code (2004 edition) appendix 3.4.1. lays down conditions for hygiene and disease security procedures in poultry breeding flocks and hatcheries.  These conditions were incorporated and extended in EU Council Directive 90/539/EEC on animal health conditions governing intra-Community trade in live poultry and hatching eggs.  In Great Britain the government supervised Poultry Health Scheme (PHS) implements Directive 90/539/EEC.  Consequently any flock or hatchery which is a member of the PHS applies and exceeds the conditions laid down in the OIE Code.  Paragraph IV (b) may be signed by the OV provided that he/she has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her by the DVM within 10 days before shipment. 
6.
Notifiable Disease Clearance
The certification contained in paragraphs IV (b), (c) and (e) may be signed on behalf of the Department provided you are in receipt of written authority (form 618NDC) which will be sent to you by the local Divisional Veterinary Manager 10 days before shipment.

Vaccination of ducklings

7.
Paragraph IV (d) refers.
Flock Disease Freedom

8.
Paragraphs IV (f) and (j) refer.  Evidence of infection should be 

interpreted as including clinical signs, information derived from 

flock production and mortality records, laboratory test records and 
pathological reports.


Avian influenza testing

9.
Paragraph IV (g) refers.  A representative proportion of each flock 

would be 30 birds per flock, which would correspond to 95% confidence 

of detecting infection at 10% prevalence.  Note that any tests 

carried out for export certification purposes must be conducted by 

the Veterinary Laboratories Agency (VLA), and their official 

laboratory report must be attached to the health certificate.

Salmonella testing

10.
Paragraph IV (h) refers.  The Poultry Breeding Flocks and Hatcheries Order 1993 lays down a compulsory Salmonella testing protocol for fowl breeding flocks.  Duck breeding flocks may follow a similar protocol voluntarily, and this would be sufficient to enable the OV to certify this paragraph.  The laboratory test reports should be checked by the OV for the past 6 months. 


Support certification
11.
When the flock of origin is inspected by a different veterinarian, 


he/she should complete form 361SUP (Support Health Certificate), 


certifying that the requirements in paragraphs IV (f), (g), (h),

(j), (l) and (m) of 361EHC are complied with.

Omission of paragraph IV i)

12.
To avoid the risk of confusion between the letter (i) and the roman 
numeral i., paragraph IV (i) is omitted from health certification. 
Paragraph IV reads (h) then (j).

Disclaimer
13.
The DEFRA disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the exporter with this certificate for his/her information.  The certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of the importing country.  It is the exporter’s responsibility to check the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice provided by the competent authority in the importing country. Welfare of Animals
Welfare conditions during transport are laid down by Council Regulation EC 1/2005, implemented in England by The Welfare of Animals (Transport) (England) Order 2006, and parallel legislation in Scotland and Wales.

If transported by air, animals should be transported in accordance with International Air Transport Association (IATA) standards.
