EXPORT OF CHICKEN AND TURKEY HATCHING EGGS AND DAY OLD CHICKS AND TURKEY POULTS TO SERBIA

NOTES FOR THE GUIDANCE OF THE OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN AND EXPORTER

Scope of certificate
1.
This certificate covers the export of hatching eggs and day old 


birds of the domestic chicken and turkey species to Serbia.

Official Signature
2.
This certificate may be signed by an Official Veterinarian (OV)

appointed by the 
Department for Environment, Food and Rural 

Affairs, The Scottish Executive Environment and Rural 

Affairs Department or the National Assembly for Wales
who is on 

the appropriate panel for export purposes. The official 

veterinarian stamp should be applied to the certificate in the 

normal manner. The stamp and signature must be made in ink of 

any colour other than black.

A copy of this certificate, certified by the Official 

Veterinarian, must be returned to the local Divisional 

Veterinary Manager (DVM) within 7 days of its issue.


Clinical inspection

3.
The inspection at paragraph IV (a) must be carried out within 24 


hours of shipment.   In the case of hatching eggs there is no 


requirement for a clinical inspection and the paragraph should be 


deleted.

Flock inspection

4.
The inspection at paragraph IV (b) must be carried out within one 
month of export.


Flock disease clearance

5.
Paragraphs IV (c), (d) and (g)(ii) refer.   In paragraphs (c) and (g) 

‘evidence’ should be understood to include clinical signs, 

information from flock production and mortality records, laboratory 

reports and pathological examinations.   For paragraph (d) it may be 

necessary for the certifying OV to obtain support statements from the 

veterinarian responsible for the grandparent flocks.

6.
Poultry Health Scheme Membership

Paragraph IV (e) refers.   Membership  may be certified on behalf of the Department provided the OV has received written authority (Form 618NDC) which will be sent to him/her within 10 days before despatch.   Note that the 618NDC form will confirm solely that the premises is a current PHS member.  With respect to disease testing under the Scheme, the OV should check the flock records to confirm that all the results received during the lifetime of the flocks have been negative.

With reference to testing at the hatchery, this is considered to be effectively carried out by means of the testing under the PHS of all the flocks which send their eggs to the hatchery.


Vaccination (flocks)

7. 
Paragraphs IV (f) and (g)(i) refer.   Where the size of the table is 


insufficient to accommodate details of all the vaccines used in 


the flock, a separate schedule may be used. This schedule must 


contain the
same information as that required in paragraph IV 


(h), which should
be annotated “see attached schedule”. The 


certifying OV must draw a line under the last entry of the 


schedule and sign, date and stamp it in a colour 


other than black. The schedule must be firmly stapled to the 


export health certificate and referenced with the reference 


number of the particular export health certificate at
the top 


right-hand corner.   The corners of each sheet should be turned 


over, ‘fanned’, and stamped with the OV stamp.

Vaccination (chicks)

8.
Paragraph IV (g) refers.    Marek’s disease is not applicable to

turkeys, and the paragraph should be deleted in the case of turkeys.


Notifiable Disease Clearance
9.
Paragraphs IV (j) and (k) may be certified on behalf of the 

Department provided the OV has received written authority (618NDC) 

which will be sent to him/her by the DVM within 10 days before 

shipment.


Note that the OIE Terrestrial Animal Health Code defines notifiable 


avian influenza as either an avian influenza virus of H5 or H7 


subtypes, or any avian influenza virus with an intravenous 


pathogenicity index (IVPI) above 1.2.

Owner/Exporter’s Declaration

10.
Paragraph IV (l) refers.  The written declaration should not be 


attached to the certificate, but should be retained by the OV for 

record purposes.


Support certification
11.
When the flock of origin is inspected by a different veterinarian, he/she should complete form 6008SUP (Support Health  Certificate), certifying that the requirements in paragraphs IV (b), (c), (d), (e),(f) and (g) of 6008EHC are complied with.


No paragraph (i)
12.
Note that the paragraph notation in the certificate reads IV 

(h) to IV (j) with paragraph IV (i) omitted.  This is 

intentional to avoid confusion, as roman numeral ‘i’ may be  

used to number indented sub-paragraphs.


Disclaimer
13.
The Department disclaimer (Form 372DMR) will be issued to the 
exporter with this certificate for his/her information. The 
certificate is provided on the basis of information available at the 
time and may not necessarily comply fully with the requirements of 
the importing country. It is the exporter’s responsibility to check 

the certificate against any relevant import permit or any advice 
provided by the competent authority in the importing country. If 
these do not match, the exporter should contact Branch F of the 
International Trade Unit at the address given below.

Welfare of Animals
14.
Exporters should be reminded that they must comply with the British 
laws relating to the welfare of animals. Information about the
